Stuart,

On January 05 you phoned to enquireif it would be possible to lease property contiguousto
the current operations and expand onto that property.

After discussions with management and legal it was determined that it might be possible.
Thiswould be considered an expansion of the current permitted operations to contiguous
property. Assuch it would require a modification of the operating permit. Thiswould be
considered a moderate modification with a $5,000 fee [62-730.293(1)(0), F.A.C.] and a
demonstration that the expansion does not constitute a substantial modification as per 62-
730.182, F.A.C. If you give me acall we can discuss what that demonstration will require.
The landowner that you will be leasing the expansion property from will have to sign on to
the permit aswell. The modification will require public notice (newspaper and radio).

Let me know if you have any questions regarding the procedure and if you still contemplate
the expansion.
