Bearings analysis on 6/30/10, there is no match between the records on either dates or gallons (there is no
6/30/10 on the log and there is nothing on the log from Koyo for 2,887 gallons). | did not receive a pg 43, so |
can’t speak to that one, but the same is true for pg 46 (there is a CSX T on the log for 12/23/10, but the

gallons between records do not match — the analysis says 320 gallons and the log says 250). All that being said,
I’'m really not that worried about those two records given that they are only oily water. The 919-gallon used

oil shipment from Norfolk Southern on 11/17/10 should be reflected on the log though (or the I,N codes placed on
the manifest).

Thanks again for your help during my inspection on Tuesday. As promised, here is a re-cap of the action
items needed as | know them right now:

1. The spent fluorescent tubes near the storage room need to all be containerized, closed, and labeled
“Used Mercury Lamps” or something similar. These were repacked on 2/8/2010 and shipped today. No
further action required.

2. Three used oil records did not have the EPA ID number for the receiving facility (record numbers 10272,
10271, and 10280). One of those same records did not have ERS’s EPA ID number on it either (record 10271).
This Information has been added to the manifests. Please be sure that this information is on all future used
oil records.

3. Used oil records did not have the used oil type code designation or the end use code (see table below for the
full list of choices). According to Section 62-710.510, FAC, transporters should maintain used oil records on
DEP Form 62-710.901(2) (form instructions link) or on a substantially equivalent form which contains at least

the same information as the Department form. The equivalent form could be the records you guys use, they just
need these two codes included. Jenna, | was confessed about this during our inspection, but we have a separate
log book call used oil record where we keep the state forms and they generally show TYPE CODE “I” and END
USE CODE “N”. Are you saying that we should also have these codes placed on the manifest? If it is already
on another form, then no you do not have to place the codes on the manifest as well. Since I didn’t see
the log book during the inspection, | assumed that the disposal records were the only log you were
keeping for used oil transportation. If that were the case, the codes would have to go on the manifests. |
will be in the area this week, so if it’s ok I’d like to stop by and take a look at your log book. I’m not

sure when P’ll be out yet, maybe Wednesday afternoon or Thursday, but I’ll try to give you a little notice.
