The used oil processing permit that Perma-Fix of Fort Lauderdale currently holds should not 
require any modifications or notifications due to the stock purchase that you describe 
below.  That permit, which is a combined used oil and solid waste permit, is due to expire 
November 19, 2012.  The renewal application for that permit is due no later than September 
20, 2012 and the fee shall be $3,000.  If you intend to change the financial mechanism for 
that facility then you will need to contact Mr. Bheem Kothur at (850) 245-8781 or Bheem.
