Shawn Lennon and | reviewed the draft permit and have the following questions/comments. We
are particularly interested in our comments 4 and 6. Comment 4 is in regards to testing outbound
loads of oil every 100,000 gallons, or twice per month, instead of testing every outbound load.
Comment 6 is in regards to Section V of the permit - our operation is to consolidate non-hazardous
material, including latex paint and non-hazardous solids, that do not contain oil contaminated solid
wastes. Triumvirate does not only consolidate oil contaminated solid wastes.

In addition our corporate compliance department is reviewing the draft permit and will follow up
with additional comments.

1. The application itself is for Triumvirate Environmental Florida I.D. Number FLD 981
018 773. The header information is for FCC Environmental, not Triumvirate Environmental.
