Y ou need to describe the procedure
for determining how the post-retort material is non-hazardous, contingencies for when it is
not, and the procedure for moving the non-hazardous material from the north building to the
south building. You will aso need to revise any figures showing the location of the
container for the maintenance parts and equipment and the location of the container for the
drums and cardboard.

Bheem Kothur (245-8781) should be able to answer any
permitting questions you might have.
