PCB Activities at Perma-Fix of Florida 
 
Perma-Fix of Florida operates under a 10-year Approval to Commercially Store PCB 
Waste issued by the Environmental Protection Agency in March 2000. An application to 
renew the approval was submitted to the EPA in September 2009, and as the approval 
expired in March 2010, the facility continued operations under timely renewal. The 
approval allows for storage of PCB-contaminated hazardous and radioactive waste in 
Zone 8 of the Treatment and Operations Building (TOB).  A map of the storage area is 
included as an attachment to this description of PCB activities. Zone 8 of the TOB is 
depicted in Figure I.D.1 in both the Perma-Fix of Florida Part B Permit Application dated 
March 10, 2010, and the Part B Permit issued September 16, 2010. 
 
The current Approval allows storage of 1,100 gallons of PCB waste in Zone 8 of the 
TOB.  There are additional requirements for inspection of PCB items and containers, as 
well as for semiannual inspection of the floor and joints of the storage area. The pending 
approval will allow storage of up to 4,125 gallons of PCB waste in Zone 8, which has a 
capacity of 400 55-gallon drum equivalents.  All storage of PCB waste in Zone 8 is 
counted against the total TOB capacity of 32,500 gallons in accordance with the Part B
