Please revise the
narrative in these parts to describe how the design requirements in
subparts 4.b. and 4.9 are met by these facility appurtenances.

5. Part B.5.: Rule 62-701.710.2.(e) requires that an Operation Plan for
the solid waste processing facility be provided with this application.
Chapter 1 Appendix C - Description of Operation, provided with this
application does not appear to include any operational procedures for solid
waste processing operation at the facility. In preparation for this
application, on October 12, 2012 the applicant submitted via e-mail a draft
document for review and comment by the Department titled, Non-RCRA
Solidification Standard Operating Procedures. The Department provided
comments on this document to the applicant via e-mail on November 6, 2012 and
anticipated that this document would serve as the operation plan for the
solid waste processing facility. However it does not appear that this
document was included with the application submittal. Please either submit a
stand-alone operation plan for solid waste processing at the facility or
revise Chapter 1 Appendix C to including specific operation procedures for
solid waste processing at the facility.

7. List of Figures: Please provide a plan view figure that show the
proposed operational setup of the mix-tub concrete pad area, including the
location of mix-tub steel container, temporary staging location of drums to
be processed, and temporary storage location for roll-offs of solidified
waste, as applicable. Based on your response to Comment #5, please either
provided this figure as an additional figure in Chapter 1 Appendix C and/or
as a figure included in the stand-alone solid waste management facility
operation plan.
