SECTION 1 — FACILITY DESCRIPTION

1.1 General

The Permittee operates a centralized waste treatment (CWT) facility, receiving non-
hazardous wastewater and used oil from a variety of industrial and commercial generators.
Wastewater received by the Permittee contains oils, metals, or organic pollutants and/or a
combination thereof. The Permittee reclaims oil and sells it on the used oil market. Solids
generated at the Permittee’s facility receive the appropriate off-site treatment and/or

disposal.

Effluent from the DAF unit is pumped through a
sand filter before transfer to the discharge holding tanks. Tanks 7, 8, 9, 37,
& 38 are used as discharge holding tanks for treated wastewater from this
wastestream.

94 on the aforementioned drawing. Gravity separation is also conducted on
a semi-continuous basis in the oil/water separator designated as Tank 44 on
the aforementioned drawing. Emulsion breaking is conducted on a batch
basis in the thermal treatment tank designated as Tank 88 on the
aforementioned drawing. Coagulation, flocculation, and dissolved air
flotation are conducted on a semi-continuous basis in the DAF unit
designated as Tanks 45 and 45A on the aforementioned drawing. Effluent
from the DAF unit is pumped through a sand filter. Tanks 7, 8, 9, 37, & 38
are used as discharge holding tanks for treated wastewater from this
wastestream.

Wastestream 3

Specialized batch treatments using chemical oxidation are used to remove
or degrade organics from this wastestream. Equipment for such batch
treatments includes Tanks 71, 72, 81-87, 89 and 90 as shown on the
aforementioned drawing. Tanks 31 — 36 & 39 are used as discharge holding
tanks for treated wastewater from this wastestream.

Wastestream 4

This wastestream is treated with the same equipment used to treat
Wastestream 2.

Wastestream 5

This wastestream is segregated and characterized for appropriate
treatment. Treatment equipment includes that used to treat Wastestreams

1,2,&3.

Wastestream 6

No pretreatment is required for this wastestream.
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1.4 Outfall(s) and Sample Point(s)

The following table lists the outfall(s) and sample point(s} approved under this permit.

An “outfall” is a point of discharge to the POTW. Permittee is strictly prohibited from
discharging non-domestic wastewater to the POTW through an unlisted outfall. Permittee
is also strictly prohibited from discharging non-domestic wastewaters not in accordance
with the outfall description(s) and outfall designation(s) indicated below.

A “sample point” is the designated location where Permittee shall conduct periodic self-
monitoring of the wastewater discharged to the POTW. Each sample point shall be readily
accessible to JEA for the purposes of inspection, monitoring, and sampling to verify
compliance with any applicable pretreatment standards. Sample point(s) and maonitoring
equipment shail be subject to approval by JEA.

Permittee shall permanently label each sample point, clearly indicating the Industrial User
Discharge Permit Number and Sample Point Designation {e.g. IlUDP #019 — SP001).

Reports of Changed Conditions

Permittee is required to notify JEA immediately of any changes at its facility affecting the
potential for slug discharge. Permittee shall provide written notification of any planned
significant changes to its operation(s) or system(s) which might alter the nature, quality, or
volume of its wastewater at least ninety (90) days prior to such changes taking effect.
Significant changes shall include, but not necessarily be limited to, flow {annual average
daily flow) increases of twenty percent (20%) or greater and the discharge of any
previously unreported poliutants. Such notification shall include sufficient information to
allow JEA to evaluate impacts associated with the changed conditions. JEA may consider
such changed conditions as goad cause to modify this permit.

Accidental Discharge and Slug Control Plan

in order to control slug discharges, industrial users may be required to develop and
maintain an Accidenta! Discharge and Slug Control Plan (ADSCP). Significant industrial users
are required to notify JEA Pretreatment immediately of any changes at its facility affecting
the potential for a slug discharge. If JEA Industrial Pretreatment decides that an accidental
discharge/ slug control plan is needed, the plan shall contain, at a minimum, the following
elements:

A. Description of discharge practices, including, non-routine batch discharges;

B. Description of stored chemical and containment areas;

C. Procedures for immediately notifying JEA Industrial Pretreatment and the WWF of
slug discharges, including any discharge that would violate a pretreatment standard

or prohibition under this permit, with procedures for follow-up written notification
within five days, and;
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D. If necessary, procedures to prevent adverse impact from accidental spills, including
inspection and maintenance of storage areas, handling and transfer of materials,

E. Loading and unloading aperations, control of plant site run-off, worker training,
building of containment structures or equipment, measures for containing toxic
organic pollutants (including solvents), or measures and equipment for emergency
response.

3.4 Reports of Potential Problems

3.5

In the case of any discharge, including, but not limited to, accidental discharges, discharges
of a non-routine, episodic nature, a non-customary batch discharge, or a slug load, that
may potentially cause problems for the POTW, Permittee shall immediately telephone and
notify JEA of the incident. This notification shall include the location of the discharge, type
of waste, duration, concentration and volume, if known, and corrective actions taken by
Permittee.

Within five (5) days following such discharge, Permittee shall, unless waived by JEA, submit
a detailed written report describing the cause(s) of the discharge and the measures to be
taken by Permittee to prevent similar future occurrences. Such notification shall not
relieve Permittee of any expense, loss, damage, or other liability which may be incurred as
a result of damage to JEAWWF, natural resources, or any other damage to person or
property; nor shall such notification relieve Permittee of any fines, penalties, or other
liability which may be imposed pursuant to this regulation.

A notice, similar to that included in Appendix C of this permit, shall be permanently posted
on Permittee's bulletin board or other prominent place advising employees whom to call in
the event of such a discharge described above. Emplayers shall ensure that all employees,
who may cause such a discharge to occur, are advised of the emergency notification
procedure.

Periodic Compliance Reports

Results from self-monitoring activities required in Section 2 of this permit shall be reported
using forms provided by JEA (see Appendix A). Each periodic compliance report (a.k.a. Self-
Monitoring Report or SMR} shall consist of the completed form and the corresponding
chain(s) of custody (COCs) only. Each report shall be signed and certified by an authorized
representative of the facility. Unless noted otherwise in this permit or specifically
requested by JEA, copies of laboratory reports shall not be submitted to the Industrial
Pretreatment Department, but shall be retained in Permittee’s records.

The due date for the initial monthly compliance report is the 28™ day of the month
following the permit issuance date. Subsequent reports shall be submitted each month,

thereafter, and shall continue throughout the duration of this permit. Submittal of self-
monitoring reports shall be by hand delivery, courier, or U.S. Postal Service. Submittal of
self-monitoring reports by fax machine will not be accepted.

If the Permittee monitors any pollutants not specifically required by this permit or
monitors any pollutants more frequently than required by this permit, using sampling and
analysis methods in accordance with Section 5 of this permit, the results of such
monitoring shall be included with the Permittee’s self-monitoring report(s).

Notice of Violation/Repeat Sampling and Reporting

If sampling performed by Permittee indicates a violation, Permittee shall notify JEA within
twenty-four (24) hours of becoming aware of the violation. The results of sampling which
discloses the violation shall be reduced to writing and dated the day the results were
known, if the sampling was conducted by Permittee, or stamped with the date the written
analysis was received by Permittee from a contract laboratory. Permittee shall also repeat
the sampling and analysis and submit the results of the repeat analysis to JEA within thirty
(30) days after becoming aware of the violation. Permittee is not required to re-sample if
JEA monitors at Permittee's facility at least once a month, or if JEA samples between
Permittee's initial sampling and when Permittee receives the results of this sampling.

Pericdic Certification Statement
In accordance with 40 CFR 437.46(a) (3), Permittee shall submit Periodic Certification
Statements. Each such submittal shall list each wastestream received for treatment and

meet the requirements set forth in 40 CFR 437.41(b). This report shall be submitted once
per year no later than February 28 of each year.

Organic Wastes

All organic wastes shall be segregated for separate treatment and discharge from metal-
bearing and oily wastes. Discharge of treated metal-bearing and oily wastewater shall be
monitored via SP002. Discharge of treated organic wastewater shall be monitored via
SP0O03.

Organic Pesticide Laden Waste

Approval for the acceptance, treatment, and discharge of organic pesticide-laden wastes
shall be determined by JEA on a case-by-case basis. Conditions for such approval shall
include:

A. Permittee shall not accept nor discharge hazardous wastes.

B. Permittee shall perform POTW interference studies on each organic pesticide laden
wastestream or batch of organic pesticide laden wastestreams to be treated and
discharged.

C. Permittee shall freat each wastestream to remove organic pesticides to non-
detectable levels. Before discharge, effluent from each organic pesticide batch
treatment must be submitted to a certified lab and analyzed for the pesticides in
question. Analytical reports shall indicate the method detection limit attained.

D. Permittee shall submit a report to JEA requesting approval for the wastestream in
question. Such report shall include supporting data and information from the POTW
interference studies and laboratory pesticide analyses.

On-site Compliance Paperwork

In accordance with 40 CFR 437.41(c), Permitiee shall maintain On-site Compliance
Paperwork, available for inspection and copying. Such paperwork must at a minimum:

A. List and describe each wastestream accepted at the facility (e.g. waste profiles, receipt
logs, etc.).

B. List and describe the treatment systems in-place at the facility, modifications to the
treatment systems and the conditions under which the systems are operated for each
wastestream accepted at the facility (e.g. treatment “recipes”, operator instructions,
SOPs, etc.).
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C. Provide information and supporting data establishing that treatment systems achieve
“equivalent treatment”.

D. Describe the procedures adopted to ensure that treatment systems are well-operated
and maintained, and provide information documenting that waste treatment systems
are performing as expected; and

E. Explain why such procedures will ensure that treatment systems are well operated and
maintained.

Permittee shall maintain on site all data (date, time, meter readings, tank gauge readings,
charts, etc.), used to determine discharge flow and/or volume. Such records shall be
available for inspection and copying.

Flow Monitoring

Permittee shall monitor flow at the designated sample point{s) using a properly calibrated,
JEA approved meter. Unintentional and temporary excursions over the flow limit indicated
in Section 2 of this permit are not deemed violations so long as:

A. No individual excursion exceeds the flow limit by more than 200 gpm.
B. No individual excursion exceeds ten (10} minutes in duration.

C. The total time during which discharge flow is above the limit does not exceed eight (8}
hours for any calendar month.

D. No excursion results in or contributes to violations of the prohibitions outlined in §2.1
of JEA’s Industrial Pretreatment Regulation.

Accidental Discharge and Slug Control Plan

In accordance with 62-625.500{2)(b}(6) F.A.C., permittee is required to submit and
maintain a current Accidental Discharge and Slug Control Plan (ADSCP) or other
management practices necessary to adequately prevent accidental, unanticipated, or non-
routine discharges. All ADSCP plans shall address the requirements detailed in JEA
Industrial Pretreatment’s Guidelines for the Preparation of an Accidental Discharge and
Slug Control Plan {Appendix C). The JEA ADSCP template has been created to aid
industrial users in development of an ADSCP and can be found in Appendix C.
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SECTION 5 - STANDARD CONDITIONS

5.1

Sampling and Analytical Requirements

In accordance with §7.10 of JEA's Industrial Pretreatment Regulation, all activities
related to sampling and analyses performed under this permit shall comply with
Chapter 62-160 FAC, unless otherwise specified in an applicable categorical
pretreatment standard (40 CFR, Chapter |, Subchapter N). If Chapter 62-160 FAC, does
not contain sampling or analytical techniques for the pollutant in question, sampling
and analyses shall be performed in accordance with procedures approved by the Florida
Department of Environmental Protection (FDEP).

Each laboratory conducting analyses to support the compliance monitoring
requirements of this permit shall be certified for the specific analyte being monitored in
accordance with Rule 64E-1, FAC. Monitoring for pH shall be conducted by field test
methods.

If Permitiee wishes to perform sampling or field monitoring activities themselves, a
sampling procedure shall be submitted to JEA for approval. This submittal may simply
be a written certification stating that Permittee will perform sampling and field
monitoring in accordance with procedures established by FDEP.

In accordance with §7.11 of JEA's industrial Pretreatment Regulation, except for oil and
grease (SGT-HEM), temperature, pH, cyanide, phenols, sulfides and volatile organic
compounds, Permittee shall collect wastewater samples using twenty-four (24) hour
flow proportional composite collection techniques. Samples for oil and grease (SGT-
HEM), temperature, pH, cyanide, phenals, sulfides, and volatile organic compounds
shall be obtained using grab collection techniques. In the event that flow proportional
sampling is unfeasible, JEA may authorize the use of time proportional sampling or a
minimum of four {4) grab samples where Permittee demonstrates that this will provide
a representative sample of the effluent being discharged. In addition, grab samples
may be required to show compliance with maximum allowable discharge limits.

Samples consist of two primary types: grab samples and composite samples. A grab
sample is an individual sample collected over a period of time, not exceeding 15
minutes, usually all in one motion. Grab samples represent the conditions that exist at
the moment the sample is taken. '

A composite sample is a sample collected over an extended time period, formed either
by continuous sampling or by mixing discrete grab samples (aliquots). A composite
sample should be collected over the duration of discharge for a workday. If a facility
operates and discharges 24 hours per day, then the composite sample should be taken
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5.2

as a 24-hour composite. If a facility operates 24 hours per day but oniy discharges
wastewater for six hours, a six-hour composite sampie should be collected.

Time proportional composite samples are composed of constant volume aliquots
collected in one container at constant time intervals {e.g. 250-m| aliquots collected
every 15 minutes). This method provides representative samples when the flow of the
sampled stream is relatively constant (i.e. within +10% of average flow rate).

Flow proportional composite samples are coliected by two techniques:

A. Constant volume aliquots are collected in one container at frequencies
proportional to discharge flow (e.g. 250-ml aliquots collected for every 1,000
gallons discharged). This is the preferred method when using a flow-integrated,
automatic sampler.

B.  Aliquots with volumes proportional to discharge flow are collected in one
container at equal time intervals (i.e. Aliquots collected every 30 minutes with the
volume of the aliquot increasing as the discharge flow increases). This is the
preferred method for manually composited samples. The time period between
aliquots shall not exceed one (1) hour.

For any composite technigue, the volume of each aliquot shall be at least 100 milliliters
and total composite volume shall be at least two (2) liters. In no case may a composite
sample consist of fewer than four {4} aliquots. For time proportional composite
sampling, the time period between aliquots shall not exceed one (1) hour.

Records-Keeping

in accordance with §7.13 of JEA's Industrial Pretreatment Regulation, Permittee shall
retain, and make available for inspection and copying, all records of information
obtained pursuant to any monitoring activities required by this permit and any
additional records of information obtained pursuant to monitoring activities
undertaken by Permittee independent of such requirements. Records shall include the
date, exact place, method, and time of sampling, and the name of the person(s) taking
the samples; the dates analyses were performed; who performed the analyses; the
analytical techniques or methods used; and the results of such analyses. These records
shall remain available for a period of at least three (3) years. This period shall be
automatically extended for the duration of any litigation concerning Permittee or JEA,
or where Permittee has been specifically notified of a longer retention period by JEA.
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5.3 Right of Entry for Inspection and Sampling

In accordance with §8.1 of JEA's Industrial Pretreatment Regulation, JEA shall have the
right to enter the premises of Permittee to determine whether Permittee is complying
with all requirements of this permit or order issued thereunder. Permittee shall allow
JEA ready access to all parts of the premises for the purposes of inspection, sampling,
records examination, copying, and the performance of any additional duties.

Where a Permittee has security measures in force which require proper identification
and clearance before entry into its premises, Permittee shall make necessary
arrangements so that, upon presentation of suitable identification, JEA will be
permitted to enter without delay for the purposes of performing specific
responsibilities.

IEA shall have the right to set up on Permittee's property, or reguire instatlation of,
such devices as are necessary to conduct sampling and/or metering of Permittee's
operations.

JEA may require Permittee to install monitoring equipment as necessary. The facility's
sampling and monitoring equipment shall be maintained at all times in a safe and
proper operating condition by Permittee at its own expense. All devices used to
measure wastewater flow and quality shal! be calibrated regularly to ensure their
accuracy. '

Any temporary or permanent obstruction to safe and easy access to the facility to be
inspected and/or sampled shall be promptly removed by Permittee at the written or
verbal request of JEA and shall not be replaced. The costs of clearing such access shall
be born by Permittee.

Unreasonable delays in allowing JEA access to Permittee's premises shall be a violation
of this permit.

5.4  Increase in Self-Monitoring Frequency for Effluent Violations
If Permittee violates the effluent limits of this permit, JEA may require Permittee to
increase the sampling frequency to once per week for four consecutive weeks for all
violated parameters. Permittee shall commence such sampling within 7 calendar days
from receipt of written notification from JEA to increase the sampling frequency.

5.5 Permit Modifications

In accordance with §5.2 of JEA's Industrial Pretreatment Regulation, JEA may modify this
permit for good cause, including, but not limited to, the following reasons:
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5.6

H.

To incorporate any new or revised Federal, State, or local pretreatment standards
or requirements;

To address significant alterations or additions to the user’s operation, processes,
or wastewater volume or character since the time of permit issuance;

A change in the POTW that requires either a temporary or permanent reduction or
elimination of the authorized discharge;

Information indicating that the permitted discharge poses a threat to the POTW,
JEA personnel, or the receiving waters;

Violation of any terms or canditions of the permit;

Misrepresentations or failure to fully disclose all relevant facts in the permit
application or in any required reporting;

Revision of or a grant of variance from categorical pretreatment standards due to
fundamentally different factors pursuant to 40 CFR 403.13; or

To correct typographical or other errors in the permit.

Permit Transfer

In accordance with §5.3 of JEA's Industrial Pretreatment Regulation, this permit may be
transferred to a new owner or operator only if the existing Permittee gives at least
thirty (30) days advance notice to JEA and JEA approves the permit transfer. The notice
to JEA shall include a written certification by the new owner or operator which:

A

States that the new owner and/or operator has no immediate intent to change
the facility’s operation and process;

identifies the specific date on which the transfer is to occur; and

Acknowledges receipt and full responsibility for complying with the existing
permit.

If either party does not agree to a transfer, the new owner shall obtain a new industrial
user discharge permit.
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5.7

Permit Revocation

In accordance with §5.4 of JEA's Industrial Pretreatment Regulation, JEA may revoke a
wastewater discharge permit for good cause, including, but not limited to, the following
reasons:

A.

Failure to notify JEA of significant changes to the wastewater prior to the changed
discharge;

Failure to provide prior notification to JEA of changed conditions pursuant to
Section 3 of this permit;

Misrepresentation or failure to fully disclose all relevant facts in the wastewater
discharge permit application;

Falsifying self-monitoring reports;

Tampering with monitoring equipment;

Refusing to allow JEA timely access to the facility premises and records;
Failure to meet effluent limitations;

Failure to pay fines;

Failure to pay sewer charges;

Failure to meet compliance schedules;

Failure to complete a wastewater survey or the industrial user discharge permit
application;

Failure to provide advance notice of the transfer of business ownership of a
permitted facility; or

Violation of any pretreatment standard or requirement, or any terms of this
permit or JEA's Industrial Pretreatment Regulation.

Industrial user discharge permits shall be voidable upon cessation of operations for
sixty (60) days or greater, or upon transfer of business ownership. All industrial user
discharge permits issued to a particular user are void upon the issuance of a new permit
to that user.
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5.8 Permit Re-issuance

In accordance with §5.5 of JEA's Industrial Pretreatment Regulation, a Permittee with an
expiring industrial user discharge permit shall apply for a new permit by submitting a
complete permit application a minimum of one hundred twenty (120) days prior to the
expiration of the existing industrial user discharge permit. The terms and conditions of
this permit are automatically continued past its expiration date and remain fully
enforceable pending issuance of a new permit if: (a) Permittee has submitted a timely
and sufficient application for renewal; or (b} JEA is unabie, through no fauit of
Permittee, to issue a new permit before the expiration date of the previous permit; and
(c) Permittee is not in significant noncompliance with the terms and conditions of this
permit on its expiration date.

5.9 Permit Appeals Process

In accordance with §5.7 of JEA’s Industrial Pretreatment Regulation, formal permit
appeals shall be as follows.

A. Appeals Process may be used when:

{1) An applicant has made three good faith attempts at providing a complete
application pursuant to §4.4 of JEA’s Industrial Pretreatment Regulation; or

(2) JEA denies a permit pursuant to 84.7 of JEA’s Industrial Pretreatment
Regulation; or

{3) A permit applicant or holder disputes a decision by JEA to impose, modify, or
add permit limitations or conditions as authorized under §§5.1 & 5.2 of JEA’s
Industrial Pretreatment Regulation.

B. Procedures for Appeal. All appeals shall follow the procedures outlined below.

(1) Schedule of Hearing. The permit applicant shall appeal to JEA's Vice President
of Environmental Services {Vice President) to schedule the hearing. Upon
receipt of the written request or submission of the disputed issue, the Vice
President shall set a date for an administrative hearing, to be held not more
than ninety {90) days after the date of the request or submission. The City of
Jacksonville’s Office of General Counsel shall provide a hearing officer. The
hearing officer may, for just cause shown, extend the time for a hearing to
resolve the disputed issues.

(2) Presentation of Objections. At the hearing, the applicant, his agent, or his
attorney shall be afforded an opportunity to present, by oral testimony or
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documentary evidence, his objections. JEA may present, by oral testimony or
documentary evidence support for or explanation of prior decisions.

{3) Findings and Recommendations. Within fourteen {14) days after the
conclusion of the hearing, the hearing officer shall report his findings and
recommendations to the Vice President. The Vice President shall, within
thirty (30) days from the date he receives the hearing officer’s report, make
his decision, based upon the evidence presented at the hearing. If the hearing
was held:

{a) As aresult of a request by the permit applicant regarding an
incomplete application, the Vice President may decide one of the
following:

(i) That the application is incomplete and directs the applicant to
provide the necessary information.

(i) That the application is complete and directs the Industrial
Pretreatment Manager to evaluate the application based upon
the information already provided by the applicant.

(b) From an appeal by permit applicant concerning a denied permit, the
Vice President may decide one of the following:
{i} That the permit applicant shall receive a wastewater discharge
permit,
(ii} That the permit applicant shall not receive a wastewater
discharge permit.
(iii) That the permit applicant shall resubmit a completed
application in accordance with Section 4.4.

(c) From an appeal by a user disputing a decision by JEA to impose, modify
or add permit limitations or conditions, the Vice President may decide
one of the following:

{i) The change requested by the user shall be implemented.

{ii) The user shall receive a permit with stipulations as determined
by the Vice President.

(iii)  That the request is denied.

The decision of the Vice President shall be final and a copy of the decision shall be
furnished to the applicant or user and to the Office of General Counsel.

5.10 Dilution Prohibition

In accordance with §2.6 of JEA's Industrial Pretreatment Regulation, no permittee shall
ever increase the use of process water, or in any way attempt to dilute a discharge, as a
partial or complete substitute for adequate treatment to achieve compliance with a
discharge limitation unless expressly authorized by an applicabie pretreatment

standard or requirement. JEA may impose mass limitations on permittees who are
using dilution to meet applicable pretreatment standards or requirements or in other
cases when the imposition of mass limitations is appropriate.

Duty to Comply

Permittee shall comply with all conditions of this permit. Compliance with this permit
does not relieve Permittee of responsibility for compliance with all applicable federal,
state, and local pretreatment standards, including those that become effective during
the term of this permit. Such standards include, but may not be limited to:

e Code of Federal Regulations, Title 40, Chapter |, Subchapter N {United States

Environmental Protection Agency)
e Chapter 62-625 FAC (Florida Department of Environmental Protection)
e [ndustrial Pretreatment Regulation {JEA)

Duiy to Mitigate

Permittee shall take all reasonable steps to minimize or correct any adverse impacts to
the POTW or the environment resulting from noncompliance with this permit, including
such accelerated or additional monitoring as necessary to determine the nature and
impact of the noncompliant discharge.

Duty to Halt or Reduce Activity

Upon reduction of efficiency of operation, or loss or failure of all or part of the
treatment facility, Permittee shall, to the extent necessary to maintain compliance with
its permit, control its production or discharges until operation of the treatment facility
is restored or an alternative method of treatment is provided. [t shall not be a defense
for a permittee in an enforcement action that it would have been necessary to halt or
reduce the permitted activity in order to maintain compliance with the conditions of
this permit.

Proper Operation and Maintenance

Permittee shalt at all times properly operate and maintain all facilities and systems of
treatment and control which are installed or used by Permittee to achieve compliance
with the conditions of this permit. Proper operation and maintenance includes, but is
not limited to effective performance, adequate funding, adequate operator staffing and
training, and adequate laboratory and process controls.
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5.15 Bypass

A. A permittee may allow any bypass to occur which does not cause pretreatment
standards or requirements to be violated, but only if it is for essential maintenance
to assure efficient operation. These bypasses are not subject to the provision of
paragraphs (B} and (C) of this section.

B. Notice of Bypass

(1)
(2)

if a permittee knows in advance of the need for a bypass, it shall submit prior
notice to JEA, at least ten {10) days before the date of the bypass, if possible.
A permittee shall submit oral notice to JEA of an unanticipated bypass that
exceeds applicable pretreatment standards within twenty-four (24) hours
from the time it becomes aware of the bypass. A written submission shall also
be provided within five (5) days of the time the permittee becomes aware of
the bypass. The written submission shall contain a description of the bypass
and its cause; the duration of the bypass, including exact dates and times, and,
if the bypass has not been corrected, the anticipated time it is expected to
continue; and steps taken or planned to reduce, eliminate, and prevent
reoccurrence of the bypass. JEA may waive the written report on a case-by-
case basis if the oral report has been received within twenty-four (24} hours.

C. Exceptions to Bypass

(1)

Bypass is prohibited, and JEA may take an enforcement action against a

permittee for a bypass, unless

(a) Bypass was unavoidable to prevent loss of life, personal injury, or severe
property damage;

(b) There were no feasible alternatives to the bypass, such as the use of
auxiliary treatment facilities, retention of untreated wastes, or
maintenance during normal periods of equipment downtime. This
condition is not satisfied if adequate back-up equipment should have been
installed in the exercise of reasonable engineering judgment to prevent a
bypass which occurred during normal periods of equipment downtime or
preventive maintenance; and

{c) The permittee submitted notices as required under paragraph (B} of this
section.

JEA may approve an anticipated bypass, after considering its adverse effects, if

IEA determines that it will meet the three conditions listed in paragraph (C){1)

of this section.
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5.16

Upset

A. For the purpose of this section, “upset”, means an exceptional incident in which

there is unintentional and temporary non-compliance with the categorical
pretreatment standards because of factors beyond the reasonable control of the
user. An upset does not include noncompliance to the extent caused by operator
error, improperly designed treatment facilities, inadequate treatment facilities, lack
of preventative maintenance, or careless or improper operation.

An upset shall constitute an affirmative defense to an action brought for
noncompliance with categorical pretreatment standards if the requirements of
paragraph (C), below are met.

A user who wishes to establish the affirmative defense of upset shall demonstrate,
through properly signed, contemporaneous operating logs, or other relevant
evidence that:

{1) An upset occurred and the user can identify the cause(s} of the upset;

(2) The facility was at the time of the upset, being operated in a prudent and
workman-like manner and in compliance with the applicable operation and
maintenance procedures; and

{3) The user has submitted the following information to the JEA within twenty-four
(24) hours of becoming aware of the upset [if the information is provided orally,
a written submission shall be provided within five (5) days]:

(a) A description of the indirect discharge and cause of noncompliance; and,

(b) The period of noncompliance, including exact dates and times or, if not
corrected, the anticipated time the noncompliance is expected to continue;
and,

(c) Steps being taken and/or planned to reduce, eliminate, and prevent
recurrence of the noncompliance.

{4) Users shall control production of all discharges to the extent necessary to
maintain compliance with categorical pretreatment standards upon reduction,
loss, or failure of its treatment facility until the facility is restored or an
alternative method of treatment is provided. This requirement applies in the
situation where, among other things, the primary source of power of the
treatment facility is reduced, lost, or failed.

(5) tn any enforcement proceeding, the user seeking to establish the occurrence of
an upset shall have the burden of proof.

(6) Users will have the opportunity for a judicial determination on any claim of
upset only in enforcement action brought for noncompliance with the
categorical pretreatment standards.

Confidential Information

In accordance with §9 of JEA's Industrial Pretreatment Regulation, information and data
on a permittee obtained from reports, surveys, wastewater discharge permit
applications, wastewater discharge permits, and monitoring programs, and from JEA's
inspection and sampling activities, shall be available to the public without restriction,
unless Permittee specifically requests, and is able to demonstrate to the satisfaction of
JEA that the release of such information would divulge information, processes, or
methods of production entitled to protection as trade secrets under applicable State
law. Any such request shall be asserted at the time of submission of the information or
data. When requested and demonstrated by Permittee furnishing a report that such
information should be held confidential, the portions of a report which might disclose
trade secrets or secret processes shall not be made available for inspection by the
public, but shall be made available immediately upon request to governmental agencies
for uses related to the NPDES program or pretreatment program, and in enforcement
proceedings involving Permittee furnishing the report. Wastewater constituents and
characteristics and other "effluent data" as defined by 40 CFR 2.302 shall not be
recognized as confidential information and shall be available to the public without
restriction.

Publication for Significant Noncompiiance

In accordance with Rule 62-625.500(2)}{b)8 FAC, JEA shall publish annually, in the largest
daily newspaper published in the municipality where the receiving POTW is located, a
list of the users which, during the previous twelve (12) months, were in significant
noncompliance with applicable pretreatment standards and requirements.

Civil and Criminal Penalties

in accordance with §11.7 of JEA's Industrial Pretreatment Regulation, a user who has
violated or continues to violate, any provision of this permit, shall be liable to JEA for a
maximum civil penalty of $2,000 per violation, per day as authorized in Chapter 99-458,
Laws of Florida. In the case of a monthly or other long-term average discharge limit,
penalties shall accrue for each day during the period of violation.

Other details regarding civil penalties shall be in accordance with §11.7 of JEA's
Industrial Pretreatment Regulfation.

JEA may also refer enforcement to appropriate state and federal regulatory authorities
for criminal prosecution, pursuant to §12.3 of JEA's Industrial Pretreatment Regulation.

Severability

The provisions of this permit are severable, and if any provision of this permit, or the
application of any provision of this permit to any circumstance is held invalid, the
application of such provision to other circumstances, and the remainder of this permit,
shall not be affected thereby.

Waiver Requirements for Reduced Sampling

JEA may authorize an industrial user subject to a categorical pretreatment standard to
forego sampling of a pollutant regulated by a categorical pretreatment standard if the
industrial user has demonstrated through sampling and other technical factors that the
pollutant is neither present nor expected to be present in the discharge, or is present
only at background levels from intake water and without any increase in the pollutant
due to activities of the industrial user. This authorization is subject to the following
conditions:

(1) The waiver may he authorized where a pollutant is determined to be present solely
due to sanitary wastewater discharged from the facility provided that the sanitary
wastewater is not regulated by an applicable categorical standard and otherwise
includes no process wastewater.

{2) The monitoring waiver is valid only for the duration of the effective period of the
individual wastewater discharge permit, but in no case longer than 5 years. The
user must submit a new request for the waiver before the waiver can be granted
for each subsequent individual wastewater discharge permit.

{3) In making a demonstration that a pollutant is not present, the industrial user must
provide data from at least one sampling of the facility’s process wastewater prior
to any treatment present at the facility that is representative of all wastewater
from all processes.

(4) The request for a monitoring waiver must be signed in accordance with Section
1.4C, and include the certification statement in section 7.14C.

{5) Non-detectable sample results may be used only as a demonstration that a

pollutant is not present if the EPA approved method from 40 CFR Part 136 with the
lowest minimum detection level for that pollutant was used in the analysis.

Any grant of the monitoring waiver by JEA must be included as a condition in the
user’s permit. The reasons supporting the waiver and any information submitted
by the user in its request for the waiver must be maintained by JEA for 3 years
after expiration of the waiver.

Upon approval of the monitoring waiver and revision of the user’s permit by JEA,
the industrial user must certify on each report with the statement in Section 7.14C
below, that there has been no increase in the pollutant in its waste stream due to
activities of the industrial user.

In the event that a waived pollutant is found to be present or is expected to be
present because of changes that occur in the user’s operations, the user must
immediately: Comply with the monitoring requirements of Section 6.4 A, or other
more frequent monitoring requirements imposed by JEA, and notify JEA.

{9) This provision does not supersede certification processes and requirements

established in categorical pretreatment standards, except as otherwise specified in
the categorical pretreatment standard.
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
