Per your request please find attached the manifest for the last used oil shipment
and three hazardous waste manifest that shipped through the Jacksonville facility.
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Concerning the 2 pails found in the bay 2 and 3, both were identified and tested.
The pail in bay 2 was a non hazardous detergent blend which was placed in the
appropriate non hazardous waste stream. The other pail was a blend that contained
sodium hydroxide from a recent tank truck transfer. This was placed in with our
waste, sodium hydroxide container that you inspected during your walk through
which will be manifested to an approved TSDF. | also wanted to confirm that a 3rd
pail you observed was rainwater; collected from a roof leak over the weekend. This
was also placed in our non-hazardous waste stream. As we discussed, this was
completed before you left our facility the day of the inspection, along with the
posting of the Used Oil Certificate. (You will also find the attachment of our revised
checklist form for the 90 day Accumulation area.)
