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Facility Description



Crowley Liner Service (CLS) serves as a transporter of hazardous materials and waste through its ocean-going barge and intermodal fleet transport operations.  CLS transports hazardous material/waste and other cargoes between Puerto Rico, US Virgin Islands, other Caribbean ports, and Jacksonville via tripled decked barges.  Each barge is capable of accommodating over 400 trailers (cargo or tank), which upon arrival at their respective terminal destinations are staged pending transport to final destinations.



In Jacksonville, trailers and tankers containing hazardous cargoes or bulk hazardous materials are staged in the south side of the yard.  There is a tank row close to the barge ramp area for cargoes headed outbound.  The north end of the yard has equipment containing northbound cargo.  Once staged, the trailers or tanks are not moved until the registered carrier arrives to remove the unit from the terminal.  In any given week there are inspections of containers and tanks by the United States Coast Guard within their regulatory authority of Title 33 and Title 49.


It should be noted that this terminal serves as an intermediary point of destination for hazardous waste enroute to EPA licensed facilities.  No hazardous wastes are shipped from this facility as export.  



Purpose



This plan documents the procedure that CLS will follow on closing its on-site transfer facility once hazardous wastes transfer activities, as defined by 40 CFR Part 265 - Subpart B--General Facility Standards and 62-730.180(2), F.A.C., are terminated.  The objective of the plan is to minimize the need for post closure maintenance while concurrently reducing the potential for post closure release or escape of hazardous waste, hazardous constituents, leachate, contaminated run off, or hazardous decomposition products to the ground, surface water or atmosphere.  Closure will be carried out in a manner which minimizes potential risk to both CLS employees and the environment.


Operations Pertinent to Closure



As a transfer facility this location may store hazardous waste which has been properly containerized, marked or placarded, and documented for transportation to a permitted facility. CLS employees are not permitted to treat waste in any manner or to repackage such waste. All waste will have been pre-packed by the shipper prior to transport to the Jacksonville – Talleyrand facility.  All containers and/or tanker transports will be staged on asphalt paved areas while waiting for removal from this facility.


All wastes entering the facility are containerized and maintained in secured transport containers.  Company procedures outline the process for reporting all spills or leakage to supervisors or the emergency response coordinator so that clean up can be immediately initiated and the contingency plan, if required, implemented.  Because hazardous waste is managed in what amounts to double containers, protected from the weather, the potential impact to the environment is significantly reduced.  Consequently, pre and post closure activities are expected to be minimal, provided prudent spill prevention and control measures (Terminal SPCC Plan) are followed by management and labor during the facility’s active life.



Pre-Closure



Within 60 days of closure, CLS will schedule the removal of all hazardous waste transport containers from this facility.  No other in-transportation wastes will be permitted into this facility once closure is anticipated.  Once all containers have been transported from the site, the asphalt staging area will be visually inspected by the emergency coordinator for badly deteriorated and bare areas.  Any bare soil areas (pot holes) will be noted and scheduled for environmental sampling.  During this time a reconnaissance of the eastern edge of the area will be made by the checking for indications of visible impact to soil and vegetation which border the facility bermed east perimeter.  Any evidence of impact (discolored or stained soils or stressed vegetation) will be noted for future sampling.  Once all potentially impacted areas have been identified, soil samples from all bare areas in will be obtained, along with, soil samples collected at 50ft intervals along the facility’s eastern perimeter.  All samples will be collected by a qualified environmental contractor and forwarded to a certified laboratory for analysis for priority pollutants.


Partial / Post Closure


Should analysis reveal the presence of hazardous waste or other environmental contaminates, soils from all effected locations will be excavated and containerized by a competent contractor. Excavated sites will be re-sampled and the samples analyzed to confirm the quality of the clean up.  If the level of soil contamination exceeds state groundwater standards, the Florida Department of Environmental Protections (FDEP) will be notified as to the potential environmental impact.  A preliminary contamination assessment study will be initiated to determine the surfical and in-ground extent of contamination.  CLS will make every attempt to identify, monitor, collect, and /or recover and contaminated residues, leachates, or groundwater.


Decontamination



Materials contaminated or rinsates generated during the decontamination of protective clothing, equipment, or other items used during closure operations will be collected, marked or labeled, and stored pending analysis for disposal via permitted disposal facility.



Amendments to the Plan



CLS may amend the closure plan at any time prior to the notification of partial or final closure of this facility.  After the closure plan is approved, CLS must submit a written request to FDEP to authorize a change to the approved closure plan.  The written request must include a copy of the emended closure plan for approval by FDEP.



This closure plan will be amended whenever:




Changes in operating plans or facility design affect the closure plan, or



In conducting partial or final closure activities, unexpected events require a modification of the closure plan.



CLS will amend the closure plan at least 60 days prior to the proposed change in facility design or operation, or no later than 60 days after an unexpected event has occurred which has affected the closure period.  If an unexpected event occurs during the partial or final closure period, the closure plan will be amended no later than 30 days after the unexpected event.



Certification of Closure



This facility is not a surface impoundment, waste pile, land treatment, or landfill unit. Therefore 40 CFR 265.115 is not applicable to its closure.  CLS will submit any analytical reports and disposal manifests generated during any pre-closure, decontamination, and/or disposal operations.  An operators certification of closure will be submitted to the FDEP Northeast District within 60 days of the transfer facility’s closure.
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This plan is subject to periodic amendments that identify personnel changes and responsibilities.
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
