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Minutes of Meeting Conducted on November 16, 2005

On November 16, 2005 representatives from FDEP, Ashland Inc., and URS Corporation met as part of an annual update to discuss current status and upcoming actions for all of the Ashland Inc. Florida RCRA Corrective Action facilities.  The following items provide a summary of discussion points:

Ashland Tampa

1. Ernie Roaza, Michael Planert, and Chris Reed of URS gave a brief presentation on the regional and site specific groundwater model (including fate & transport) that is being created for the site.  Ashland anticipates that this groundwater model can be used as a tool in the selection of the appropriate remedy for the site and for establishing performance-based cleanup goals for the site.  The Powerpoint slides from this presentation are attached.  

2. Discussions follow as to whether or not to include groundwater data from MW-14A/B (located south of the site on the Stanley Chair property) in the model.  It is agreed that the data will not be included for modeling contaminant flux because it looks like this monitoring well is potentially influenced by the release from the Theochem facility to the south.  However, the Department added that Ashland should independently obtain and evaluate data from other sites in order to develop a defense for this observation.  The Department also recognizes that the District FDEP office may need to be contacted at some point in the future to coordinate remedial efforts with regards to the Ashland site and other corrective action sites in the vicinity.

3. Ashland’s modeling team plans to meet again with the Department in January to discuss the progress of the groundwater model development.  Ashland anticipates submitting a completed model to the Department for review by the end of March 2006.  Ashland indicated that remedy selection may not be completed until the latter term of FY 2007, especially if a Tier III Risk Assessment will need to be performed. However, Ashland is committed to meeting the 2008 GPRA goal deadlines.  A conceptual schedule for the completion of the CMS is attached.

4. Ashland will continue to submit quarterly progress reports to the Department while the final remedy is under development.

5. The Department is in receipt of Ashland’s request to establish a revised COC list based on FDEP’s default criteria under Rule 62-777, F.A.C. for the site.  The Department believes the request is amenable and anticipates drafting an approval letter.  In the meantime, Ashland will prepare a work plan for the collection of soil samples at the mineral spirits spill (SWMU D) along the CSX railroad spur.  Ashland plans to resample soils in SWMU D and evaluate the results based on the revised COC list.  If the soil cleanup target levels (SCTLs) are met, Ashland will request No Further Action (NFA) for this SWMU.

6. Shelton Graves of FDEP was contacted concerning Ashland’s request for Poor Quality Aquifer Designation at the site.  During discussions with Shelton, it appears that there seems to be some ambiguity in the definition of “background concentrations” as it pertains to “naturally” occurring compounds.  Shelton agrees to review the request.  The Department will provide a decision to Ashland in writing within 30 days. 

Ashland North Miami Beach
1. The Department is finalizing the modifications to the Postclosure Permit, which includes a final remedy for soils and reduced corrective action language per authority under Rule 62-780, F.A.C.  The Department will send a draft copy of the renewal permit to Ashland for review redacting those revised conditions that are still under development.  These conditions embody the Corrective Action requirements as laid out in Rule 62-780, F.A.C.

2. Kristin Taylor of URS gave a brief presentation on the status of the groundwater CAS and SVE system (Powerpoint presentation attached).

3. Ashland discussed plans to upgrade and optimize the existing Soil Vapor Extraction (SVE) system.  Upgrades include additional SVE wells, a larger SVE vacuum pump, and emissions treatment in addition to the present configuration.

4. The GPRA 2008 goals have been met at this site based on the selection of final remedy for soils in the renewal permit.  The Department agrees to issue a letter to Ashland separate from the Permit Issuance which states that the remedy selection (CA 400) and remedy implementation (CA 550) has been achieved facility-wide.  This letter can then be referenced in the Postclosure Permit showing that the final remedies are in place at the site.

5. Ashland also included discussion regarding plans to expedite cleanup of bis(2-ethylhexyl)phthalate oil in the southeastern portion of property.  Ashland will submit pilot test plan to the Department for approval.
Ashland Jacksonville

1. Kristin Taylor of URS gave a brief presentation of the performance of the recently implemented Groundwater Recovery and Treatment System at the site (Powerpoint presentation is attached).

2. Ashland will be collecting the first round of water level measurements in December 2005.  The first round of groundwater sampling will be performed in March 2006 and the first semi-annual performance report will be submitted to the Department on or before May 31, 2006.

3. Shelton Graves of FDEP was contacted concerning Ashland’s request for Poor Quality Aquifer Designation for the site.  During discussions with Shelton, it appears that there seems to be some ambiguity in the definition of “background concentrations” as it pertains to “naturally” occurring compounds.  Shelton agrees to review the request.  The Department will provide a decision to Ashland in writing within 30 days.

4. To facilitate the renewal and modification of the HSWA Corrective Action Permit for the site, Ashland will prepare draft language for the Department using the Ashland North Miami Beach Permit as a template.

5. GPRA 2008 goals have been met at the site based on the selection of final remedy for groundwater recovery and treatment in the renewal permit.  The Department agrees to issue a letter to Ashland separate from the Permit Issuance which states that the remedy selection (CA 400) and remedy implementation (CA 550) has been achieved facility-wide.  This letter can then be referenced in the Corrective Action Permit showing that the final remedies are in place at the site.

The following set of action items were agreed to:

· (Tampa) Ashland will submit the Tampa groundwater model to the Department for review by the end of March 2006.

· (Tampa) The Department will approve the facility’s request to establish a COC list for the site.

· (Tampa) Ashland will submit a work plan to the Department for sampling the soils in SWMU D.

· (Tampa and Jacksonville) The Department will make a decision on the Poor Quality Aquifer Designation for the site.

· (Tampa) Ashland will continue to submit quarterly progress reports to the Department while the final remedy is under development.

· (Tampa) The Department (Mr. Register) will inquire internally as to who is reviewing innovative technologies within the Department and what experience the Department has with nanoscale zero-valent iron.

· (Miami) The Department will send Specific Conditions, Groundwater Monitoring, and Corrective Action portions of the revised draft permit to Ashland for review.

· (Miami) Ashland will submit a work plan for pilot testing chemical oxidation for cleanup of free-phase bis(2-ethylhexyl)phthalate oil at the site.

· (Miami and Jacksonville) The Department will issue letter to Ashland stating that 2008 GPRA goals have been met for the sites.

· (Jacksonville) The facility will provide the Department with draft language for the HSWA Corrective Action Permit renewal using the Ashland North Miami Beach Permit as a template.  Submittal date will depend on receipt date of Miami permit
