Thank you again for your facility’s response to the Department’s Request for Additional Information.

Upon review, the Department would like some clarification regarding lines #1.1.6 and 1.1.7 on
Crowley’s “PEV Process for Transfer, Handling and Temporary Storage of Hazardous Waste”. Per the
transfer facility requirements of 40 CFR 263.12, transfer facilities have 10 days to move the
hazardous waste off-site. In your submittal, it appears that Crowley does not have a process in place
to ensure hazardous waste cargo is not on-site longer than 10 days.

Also, the weekly hazardous waste container inspections are to be conducted and documented from
the first week the containers are on-site per Rule 62-730.160(3) F.A.C. (not upon reaching Day 11, as
indicated in the submittal).

Please provide this clarification and corrections as soon as possible so the Department can continue
to move forward in this case.

PEV Process for Transfer, Handling and Temporary Storage of Hazardous Waste

1.1 Procedure

111 Northbound traffic is responsible for running the Inbound Hazardous Cargo Manifest report to identify

hazardous waste cargo inbound for the terminal.

112 Upon confirmation, northbound will notify Stevedoring and Terminal Operations of the expected

arrival of hazardous waste cargo.

1.1.3  The vessel planners will ensure the designated storage area (VW403-404) is prepared for storage of

hazardous waste per the Terminal Hazardous Waste Cargo map — Reference (a).
114  Terminal Operations will ensure the hazardous waste cargo is stored at location V\W403-404.

115  Terminal Operations and North Bound will monitor the hazardous waste cargo storage in the facility.
If for any reason the hazardous waste cargo will be on the terminal for greater than 24 hours, the

Florida Department of Environment Protection will be notified (561) 581-6600 by Freight Services.

116 The hazardous waste cargo and location will be inspected by Terminal Operations on the 15t day of
cargo being stored over 24 hours. Additional inspections will be performed every 3™ day. The
inspections will be performed using the documented inspection checklist, Reference (b) - PEV

Hazardous Waste Inspection Checklist.

1.1.7  Hazardous waste cargo will not be stored on the terminal over (10) days. On day five, Terminal
Operations and Northbound will notify the Director of Cargo Operations. The Director of Cargo
Operations will determine with Freight Services if customer notification will be made for either
removal of the cargo by the customer or if it will be sent back to its point of origin before it reaches

day 10 at the terminal.
