1. Scope and Purpose of Used Oil Processing Permit & Application.

Perma-Fix of Orlando, Inc. (PFO) currently operates two (2) facilities in the County of Orange, State of Florida. The facility referenced by this permit application receives solid waste in solid and liquid form. Solids and liquids are shipped to different off-site facilities depending on the type of waste and the type of disposal selected by the generator. PFO also operates a permitted RCRA Part B facility located at 10100 Rocket Blvd. PFO classifies non-hazardous liquid waste for treatment in five groups: Wastewater, Antifreeze, Water based resins and paints, and used oil. The applicability of a State of Florida Used Oil Processing Permit exists due to Quantity and Storage limitations under PFO’s Used Oil Transporter Certificate and Permit. Furthermore, it is the intent of PFO to expand facility operations as they pertain to Used Oil Processing and Handling in the future (e.g. Bulk Storage, Oil Dewatering Systems). These expansions will be submitted under separate header for Departmental review. This Used Oil Processing Permit and Additional Information is meant to define applicability and conformance with Facility Standards under FAC 62-710 and 40 CFR Part 279.

Used Oil and Used Oil Filters will be received at Perma-Fix of Orlando, 10225 General Dr. These wastestreams are generated by Commercial, Governmental, and Industrial facilities. PFO may also collect Used Oils from Household Hazardous Waste Collection Facilities (HHW). Most Used Oil Wastestreams will be picked up and delivered to the facility by Company Owned Equipment and PFO drivers. On occasion the facility may also accept Used Oil from Registered Used Oil Transporters pursuant to FAC 62-710.

Based on past operating history PFO anticipates receiving and processing the following approximate quantities of wastes in 2005:

Future quantities of waste received are anticipated to increase by 10 % annually
2. Acceptance and Used Oil Evaluation Procedures.

Waste Evaluation:

All waste streams are profiled to the facility by the generator.  Each profile requires that specific physical and chemical data be entered to effectively describe the waste materials.  This information is then recorded and stored in the facility data management and waste tracking system.  No wastes are received that have not been profiled or approved for receipt by facility management.

Used Oils are certified by the Generator as not containing Hazardous Waste as defined by 40 CFR parts 260 through 265. PFO also checks all Used Oil Collected for Halogen content. The manner in which PFO has selected to confirm Used Oil collected is Not Hazardous waste differs between Drum quantity pickups and Bulk Quantity pickups.

Drum Qty Pickups:
As required by PFO’s Waste Analysis Plan all materials are profiled and certified by the generator. Used oil is picked up by Transportation Drivers that meet the training requirements of FAC 62-710.600 (2)(b). Upon arrival at PFO’s  Solid Waste Facility materials are segregated into groups based upon waste type and end disposal technology or facility. Drums/Containers that are destined for Oil Recycling and or recovery are assigned a specific product code. The Product code for Oil For Recovery is “RC-OIL-02”. The containers with this product code are staged in the Liquid Processing Area of the Solid Waste Warehouse. Drums are opened and samples taken. Perma-Fix of Orlando utilizes a Halogen Detector Kit manufactured by Dexsil. The “Chlor-D-Tect kit detects Halogen content > 1,000 ppm (Documentation Attached). Drum samples are pulled in batches of 10 containers. In the event of a Positive test, the drums are sampled individually until the Drum that has caused the positive is identified. In accordance with 40 CFR 279.44 (c) Used oils that are positive for Halogens are assumed to be Hazardous because of being mixed with Halogenated Hazardous Waste. These Oils are rejected either to the Generator or profiled and accepted at the Perma-Fix of Orlando RCRA Part B Facility located at 10100 Rocket Blvd.  

Also in accordance with 40 CFR 279.44 (c) IF The Used Oil Generator can Rebut the Presumption through Certified Analysis or Product and/or process generation the Waste May be accepted as Used Oil that is not subject to 40 CFR Parts 260 – 265. Examples of Used oils that may display Halogen Content in excess of 1,000 ppm may include Metal Working Fluids/Oils containing chlorinated paraffin’s or Used Oils that are contaminated with Chlorofluorocarbons (CFCs) removed from refrigeration units. Results of Analysis and/or Documentation that rebuts the presumption will be retained for a period of not less than three (3) years.

Bulk Qty Pickups: 
As required by PFO’s Waste Analysis Plan all materials are profiled and certified by the Generator. Used oil is picked up by Transportation Drivers that meet the training requirements of FAC 62-710.600 (2)(b). Used Oil that is to be picked up by a “Bulk Transport” vessel such as a Tanker, Oil Truck or Vacuum Truck will be tested at the generator’s site. The method used to test Used Oil at the generator’s site will be the Chlor-D-Tect kit. Dexsil Corporation manufactures this kit. The Perma-Fix Transportation driver does not accept materials that are Positive for Halogen Content is excess of 1,000 ppm. 

Outside Transporters:
PFO may accept used oil from other Certified Used Oil Transporters. Transporters must have been assigned an EPA ID numbers as well as have been approved by the State of Florida Department of Environmental Protection as a Used Oil Transporter. Materials received from an outside Transporter is subject to PFO’s Waste Analysis Plan. The material will not be accepted without a signed and certified Waste Profile.

Upon arrival, the material will be input into the Facility Waste Tracking System. Receiving clerks are located at PFO’s 10100 Rocket Facility. The profile will be verified and the Bill of Lading and/or Non-Hazardous Waste Manifest will be checked for completeness and errors. PFO will generate check-in sheets and make copies of the Shipping Document. These documents will be delivered to the Solid Waste facility/ Used Oil Facility personnel. Facility personnel will pull samples of the Used Oil to check for Halogen Content. Halogen Content Pass/Fail or ppm will be entered onto the check-in sheet.

3. Used Oil Storage:

A database is used to track all incoming wastes from the moment they are received at the facility until they are transported off-site for final disposal. As a result the quantity of waste on site is continually monitored.

The waste storage areas at the facility have been designed to hold up to 156,400 gallons of non hazardous waste at one time which is more than sufficient for accommodating current and future daily waste quantities.  Wastes stored in these areas remain in containers and are staged and stacked according to standard waste acceptance and operating procedures.  

Used Oil may be received in Drums, Pails, Tote Tanks, Tanks or Tankers. Drums and or containers (Non-Bulk) are received and checked-in at PFO’s 10100 Rocket Facility. Solid Waste, Used Oil, and other Non-RCRA regulated materials are placed onto a transfer trailer and moved to the Solid Waste/Used Oil facility. 

Solid Waste employees then unload and segregate Solid Waste by Outbound Disposal Option. Used Oil in Drums are staged in the Liquid Processing Area where after testing is completed, the drums/Containers are pumped into a DOT certified Tanker for off-site transport. 

4. Tracking, Record Keeping. (40 CFR 279.46)(FAC 62-710.510)

PFO tracks all receipts of Used Oil in the Facility Waste Tracking Database. The Database retains information on the Used Oil Generator, Transporter, and Quantity Received.

Facility copies of the Shipping Document are maintained on-site for no less than three (3) years. The shipping document contains the Name and address of the Generator, Transporter and/or processor/re-processor who offered the Used oil for transport. The shipping document further contains the total quantity of used oil accepted and the acceptance date.

PFO facility representatives will sign and date the shipping document upon acceptance of the used oil. 

In accordance with FAC 62-710.510, PFO will submit no later than March 1 of each year, an annual report for the preceding calendar year that summarizes the records kept pursuant to this section. The report will be submitted on DEP Form 62-701.900.

The source of the used oil, including the name and street address of each source, the EPA identification number of the source, if applicable;

PFO will maintain documentation of any shipment of used oil which is refused due to suspected mixing with hazardous waste. PFO will notify the appropriate Department District Office of any shipment refusal.

5. Description of the loading, unloading, storage and processing area.

A.
Unloading Areas

Van trailers transporting waste containers arrive at the Hazardous Waste Treatment Storage and Disposal Facility (TSDF) located at 10100 Rocket Blvd. Which is located 30 yards to the East of the Non Hazardous Solid Waste Transfer facility.  Containers are unloaded onto a dock where they are segregated into three groups. Two groups consist of hazardous waste and display hazardous waste labels, and one group consists of non-hazardous solid waste. This third group of non-hazardous solid waste is segregated from the other two in order to later be transferred to the Non Hazardous Solid Waste Transfer facility. Non-hazardous or solid waste containers do not display hazardous waste labels, but they have non- hazardous or non-regulated labels.

Drums holding waste are placed on the TSDF dock forming two-line rows. Drums are rotated so that the hazardous, non-hazardous or non-regulated waste labels (drum markings) face outwards. Drums holding solid waste are transferred to the Non Hazardous Solid Waste Transfer facility in a van devoted for that operation. 

Containers unloaded from the delivery van are placed on the upper or lower staging pad depending on the off-site disposal facility designated for the waste. The identification of the off-site facility is made through the outbound process code that is assigned to the waste during the waste approval process. This code is printed on the Drum I.D. Labels, and operators at the TSDF facility verify that the correct code is printed using information contained in the drum check-in sheet.

Storage and Processing Areas

PFO operates three container storage areas on-site, Container Storage Area #1 (CSA#1), Container Storage Area #2 (CSA#2), and Container Storage Area #3 (CSA#3). CSA#1 is located in a warehouse on the western end of the covered dock. CSA#2 is located on a paved area outside directly north of CSA#1. CSA#3 is located on a paved surface outside directly south of CSA#1.  

Used oil will only be stored in CSA#1. This area is under roof and contained to prevent off-site spills. CSA#1 is used to store up to 640-55 gallon drums or the equivalent of 35,200 gallons of Non-hazardous liquids, solids and sludge’s. These materials will consist of oil, antifreeze, waters, latex paints, soil, dye, fertilizer and crush oil filters destined recycle. Drums/Containers will be stored in rows, the rows will be no wider than four-feet (4’) and Isle space of at least two-feet (2’) will be maintained between rows. CSA#1 is also used to off load material from trailers and store materials for processing.  CSA#1 may also be referred to as the upper pad.

CSA#2 is used to store up to 640-55 gallons drums or the equivalent of 35,200 gallons and up to four 50 cubic yard roll-offs that is approximately equivalent to 40,500 gallons. .  These wastes consist of soils, grease, empty steel drums, debris, fertilizer and residues. NO used oil will be stored in CSA#2. CSA#2 is also used for processing materials stored in this area. CSA #2 may also be referred to as the lower pad.
CSA#3 is a bulk storage area currently consisting of 2-15,000 gallon storage tanks and 1-5,000 gallon storage tank. These storage tanks are currently not in service PFO will only put these units into service after meeting the requirements of FAC 62-762.500, State of Florida and EPA Above Ground Storage tank rules. This area is also used to stage DOT Tankers that are used to transport Used Oil and Other Non-RCRA regulated material off-site. All takers that are being loaded are done so in secondary containment. 

Tanks

At the writing of this permit application PFO had no Underground Storage Tanks (UST’s). At the writing of this permit application PFO had no IN-SERVICE Aboveground Storage Tanks (AST’s). There are currently three AST’s located on the property at 10225 General Dr. Two of the tanks are 15,000 Gallons in capacity and have never been placed into service at the facility. One of the tanks is 5,000 Gallons in capacity. This tank is currently Out-of-Service. PFO is evaluating the installation of a bulk storage area. This will involve the installation of Aboveground Storage Tank systems. Aboveground storage and process tanks, having a capacity greater than 550 gallons, and all integral piping shall comply with the performance standards of Rule 62-762.500, F.A.C. PFO will submit to the Department the appropriate Permit Modification(s) in accordance with FAC 62-4. 

Facility Standards

PFO’s Solid Waste Facility is maintained and operated in a manner to minimize the possibility of a fire, explosion or any unplanned sudden or non-sudden release of used oil to the air, soil, or surface water which could threaten human health or the environment.

Communication

The PFO Solid Waste/Used Oil Facility has in place an Emergency Load Horn system as well as well as utilizes Hand Held Radios that are capable of immediately notifying personnel of an emergency. The facility also has telephone access to summon emergency assistance from local police, fire, or State and Local emergency response teams. At anytime when personnel are Pumping, Pouring, and Mixing and or handling Used Oil, they will have access to other employees through the use of a hand held radio, or, the employee will have visual contact with another employee that could seek emergency assistance. At no time will PFO employees work by themselves. 

Fire Control

The PFO Solid Waste/Used Oil facility is equipped with 10, 20, and 150 Lb. A,B,C Fire extinguishers. These units are maintained in accordance with NFPA standards, and are located strategically throughout the facility. The Facility is also located within 100 ft. of an Orange County Fire Dept. Water Hydrant.


Loading Areas

Containers including but not limited to drums, totes, cubic yard boxes and roll-off containers are loaded onto vehicles either from the upper or lower pads (CSA#1 and CSA#2).  Tanker Trucks are loaded from CSA #3.

Operational Records

These records are compiled on a monthly basis and retained either at the site or at our main office that is located 30 yards to the East on Rocket Blvd.  Records are retained for a minimal period of 3 years.

Perma-Fix of Orlando, Inc. as owner /operator of the facility, shall close the processing and storage areas of the facility in a manner that: 1) minimizes the need for further maintenance; 2) provides for the removal of all wastes stored in the area; 3) provides for the removal of solid waste processing equipment from the site; 4) demonstrates that no contamination has resulted from the facility’s operation.

3.0 CLOSURE PLAN

Upon closure, the solid waste processing and storage areas of the facility shall be closed.  Partial closure may occur if areas of the facility are closed as a result of a facility modification.

3.1 Notification

Perma-Fix of Orlando will notify the Department in writing 30 days prior to ceasing operations at this location.  A specific closure or partial closure date will be provided at that time.

3.2 Non Hazardous Solid Waste Disposal

The maximum storage capacity of the facility is approximately 1280 Drums of non-hazardous solid waste.  All waste and material subject to the solid waste regulations in storage at the time of closure shall be transported by a licensed hauler and disposed of and or recycled by a facility permitted by FDEP or other state agency equivalent.  

Other waste generated during closure activities will also be transported by a licensed hauler and disposed of and or recycled by an FDEP permitted (or other state agency equivalent) facility.

Perma-Fix of Orlando will remove or otherwise dispose of all solid waste or residue in accordance with this closure plan within 30 days after receiving the final solid waste shipment.  

3.3 Decontamination

Following the removal of all waste material, the storage warehouse will be cleaned utilizing pressure washer or equivalent equipment with sufficient strength to remove any waste residue that may be present.  Waste processing equipment will also be decontaminated if no longer intended for use by Perma-Fix of Orlando at it’s  facilities.  However equipment may be transported to another Perma-Fix location for continued use without being decontaminated.. 

3.4 Environmental Monitoring & Analysis

At the time of closure, soil samples will be collected in the vicinity of the solid waste processing management activities and shall be sampled in accordance with SW-846 protocols.  The  samples shall be tested for the presence of metals and organics by methods 6010 (or equivalent), 8260, 8270 and FLPRO.  

If the test results from these samples exceed regulatory levels, Perma-Fix of Orlando, Inc. shall contact the Florida Department of Environmental Protection and re-evaluate the closure process.

1.0 
INTRODUCTION

This document is prepared for Perma-Fix of Orlando, Inc. (PFO) to comply with state regulations for USED OIL Processing Facilities.  A copy of this plan will be available to emergency response organizations upon request.  These organizations already have copies of our Hazardous Waste TSDF Contingency Plan for our adjacent property which contain considerable amount of more in depth information.  This document is designed to provide helpful information regarding, operational interruptions, potential hazards, emergencies such as fires, explosions or natural disasters.  It also serves as a guide to responding to incidents at the facility, as well as to instruct facility personnel on what steps to take in case of emergency incidents. 

This document contains plans and procedures established at PFO to minimize hazards to human health, property, and the environment in case of spills, fires, explosions, or other incidents that may release non-hazardous waste from storage and treatment units at the facility.  Wastes of concern are those that may pose a hazard to human health, property, and the environment if released from a controlled environment. 

Plans and procedures in this document include information on emergency service organizations, assessment of potential dangers, decision criteria and implementation methods for the contingency plan and emergency procedures. This document also contains the names of responsible for coordinating emergency activities and the names of local government, regulatory agencies, institutions, and contractors that will provide support, mitigation, and relief in case of emergencies.  A copy of the contingency plan will be maintained at the facility. 

2.0 
GENERAL INFORMATION 

This contingency plan and emergency procedures are prepared for PFO with a site address of 10225 General Drive, Orlando, Fl  32824, and a mailing address of at 10100 Rocket Boulevard, Orlando, Florida 32824.  The facility telephone number is (407) 851-1892, but is not manned during normal hours. Employees communicate via radio between the hazardous waste facility and the non hazardous waste facility.  Both facilities are located in the southwest part of Orlando in the Regency Industrial Park, located approximately 3.5 miles west of the Orlando International Airport and about 1.5 miles to the southeast from the intersection of State Road 528 (Bee-Line Expressway) and the Florida Turnpike.  The PFO site may be accessed from north and south Orange Blossom Trail (OBT) through Taft-Vineland Road and the Central Florida Parkway, respectively, and through Taft-Vineland Road from Orange Avenue.  The facility is located at the intersection of Rocket Boulevard and General Drive. 

This facility stores and consolidates non hazardous wastes only.  Semi-solid and solid wastes are also processes with an inert material for the purpose of rendering safe and compliant for transportation and disposal purposes. Wastes are stored in tanker trucks, drums, totes, dump trailers and roll-off containers 

3.0 
EMERGENCY SERVICE ORGANIZATIONS 

Below is a table that lists the service type, name of the service organization, and telephone number for each organization that has been identified as a potential emergency service organization.  This list will be posted near telephones located in areas from which emergency calls are most likely to be made to provide callers with the information necessary to summon help in case of an incident. 

Emergency organizations are expected to provide the following support during emergencies: 

Hazardous Materials Emergency Response Team 

The HAZMAT team will help mitigate hazards posed by hazardous materials that are out of control and help retrieve injured personnel from hazardous environments.  The unit that renders this type of service is based at Station #50, which is located near the intersection of Interstate 4 (I-4) and U.S. Highway 441 (OBT) about 7 miles north of the site at 1415 West 29 Street, Orlando (about 12 minutes from the facility).  This unit is known as Squad 1.  This organization will be provided with a copy of this contingency plan. 

Fire Department 

The Orange County Fire Department will respond to fires and other emergency incidents providing fire protection and rescue services.  The department operates units located in several stations near the PFO site.  These stations and their response capability are listed below. 

Station #73: This unit is located in the town of Taft less than 2 miles northeast from the site at the intersection of Orange Avenue (State Road 527) and 1st Street, at 811 E. 1st Street, Orlando.  The response time for this unit is about 4 minutes.  This unit will be the first responder in the event of a fire. 

Station #53: This unit is located just east of OBT about 2 miles northeast from the site, at 1270 La Quinta Drive, Orlando.  The response time is approximately 6 minutes.  The unit can provide medical support. 

Station #51: This unit is located just west of OBT about 4.5 miles north from the site, at 1700 W. Oakridge, Orlando.  The unit’s response time is approximately 10 minutes.  The unit can provide a ladder truck in case of a fire. 

Hospital 

Orlando Regional Health Services (ORHS) is capable of providing almost all emergency medical services that may be needed by injured personnel.  ORHS offers minor trauma services at the Sandlake unit located just west of I-4 and about 6 miles east of the site, at 9400 S. Turkey Lake Road, Orlando.  The time of travel is about 10 minutes from the facility.  ORHS offers major trauma services at the Orange Avenue unit (ORMC) located at about 8 miles north of the site at 1400 S. Orange Avenue, Orlando, Florida 32806.  The time of travel to this unit is about 14 minutes from the facility.  

Sheriff's Department 

The Orange County Sheriffs Office is available to direct traffic, handle crowds, and provide security during emergency situations.  The Sheriff will be provided a copy of this document at the Orange County Sheriff Office, P.O. Box 1440, Orlando, Florida 32802, upon its approval by the Florida DEP. The Sheriff’s Department will also be contacted for any security breaches that involve hazardous materials. 

Incidents of large magnitude may require the use of heavy equipment for containment, removal, and transportation of contaminated materials.  This equipment is owned by PFO and is located at this facility and consists of tractors, roll-off boxes, and dump, tank, and van trailers.  The company also owns and operates a backhoe/front loader, and a number of forklifts, which will be used to provide fast response to a threat posed by a large release.  In the event that the equipment mentioned above is not available, PFO will seek the help of outside emergency response contractors to assist the facility during special emergency circumstances.
4.0 EMERGENCY COORDINATORS 

In case of emergency, the following people would be in charge of emergency coordination and remedial action:

If an emergency situation develops at the facility, the discoverer should contact an emergency coordinator listed above.  Chris Waechter, the primary emergency coordinator, should be contacted first.  If he is not available, Mr. Avery should be called.  

The primary emergency coordinator and his alternate have the authority to commit all resources of the company in the event of an emergency. 

Hazardous Materials

PFO may store and process hazardous materials (not hazardous wastes) only at this location.  All incompatible materials will be segregated during storage and processing. 

 6.0 
IMPLEMENTATION OF CONTINGENCY PLAN 

The decision to implement the contingency plan depends upon whether or not an imminent or actual incident could potentially threaten human health and safety or the environment.  This plan provides specific guidelines for activating the emergency procedures in the contingency plan.  Three factors will be evaluated: potential hazards of confined spills, spills affecting incompatible wastes, and uncontrolled spills.  If a spill poses a threat in the form of fire or explosion or creates a health problem, the contingency plan will be activated.   Uncontrolled spills that have the potential or have resulted in releases to the environment will be reported to the supervisor who will in turn notify the individual responsible for environmental compliance.  The compliance individual will notify The Florida DEP if the incident is reportable including but not limited to releases of petroleum of 25 gallons or more onto a pervious surface.  All safety and environmental incidents will be documented and investigated.  The next sections will provide guidance to the emergency coordinators in making decisions by providing explicit instructions to be carried out in the event of an emergency. 

7.0 
EMERGENCY PROCEDURES 

Upon being notified by facility personnel or government officials of a waste release or incident. The Emergency Coordinator will - 

1. 
Immediately identify the character, exact source, amount, and real extent of any released materials via observation, review of facility records, or chemical analysis, if necessary. 

2. 
Call in any extra personnel needed to complete the initial evaluation of the situation. 

3. 
Concurrently assess possible hazards to human health or the environment via the above determinations. 

4. 
Notify key support and key management personnel. 

5. 
Seek assistance from the Orange County Sheriffs Department, Fire Department and the Florida DEP Central District Hazardous Waste Section, as needed. 

6. 
Notify the government official designated as the on-scene coordinator for that geographical area directly or the Florida State Warning Point (using their 24-hour toll free number 800/320-0519).  The report must include: 

(i) 
Name and telephone number of reporter 

(ii) 
Name and address of facility 

(iii) 
Time and type of incident (e.g., release, fire) 

(iv) 
Name and quantity of material(s) involved, to the extent known 

(v) 
The extent of injuries, if any, and 

(vi) 
The possible hazards to human health, or the environment, outside the facility 

8. 
Take all reasonable measures necessary during an emergency to ensure that fires, explosions, and releases do not occur, recur, or spread.  All operations shall stop, containers shall be removed and isolated, containment systems shall be inspected, and emergency equipment shall be utilized. 

9. 
Provide for treating, storing, or disposing of recovered waste, contaminated soil, or any other material that results from a release, fire, or explosion at the facility.

10. 
Ensure that no waste that may be incompatible with the released material is treated, stored, or disposed of until cleanup procedures are completed. 

11. 
Ensure that all emergency equipment is cleaned and fit for its intended use before operations are resumed.  Used fire extinguishers shall be replaced, and other equipment shall be inspected as necessary. 

12. 
Notify the government official designated as the on-scene coordinator for that geographical area that the cleanup has been completed; the released material has been treated, stored, or disposed of. 

8.0 
EMERGENCY EQUIPMENT 

The facility is equipped with the adequate emergency equipment to respond to all kinds of emergency incidents.  The emergency equipment is placed in strategic locations where it can be reached quickly and safely in the event of an emergency

Two fire hydrants are in close proximity to the facility.  The closest one is located just outside the Northwest corner of the facility and the other is located on the east side of the facility on the southwest corner of PFO’s Hazardous Waste Facility.  

There are a number of fire extinguishers distributed throughout the facility at convenient locations and are clearly marked. 

Spill control equipment are also strategically placed around the facility and consists of absorbent material in granular form.  This material when used will absorb liquid spills, preventing the liquid from spreading and making the spills easier to collect.  The absorbent material is kept in pails or drums at strategic locations where spills may occur.  This material is available at the facility in sufficient quantities because it is also used to reduce free liquids in certain consolidation operations conducted at the site.  

Radios and or cellular phone will be available for the supervisor for during power outages.  

Power outages will neither create an incident during normal operation processes nor affect response to emergency situations. 

A number of air-driven pumps of various sizes are used in processes and operations at the facility and are available to collect liquid spills.  Decontamination equipment, such as water or steam pressure washer, is not usually kept at the facility, but is readily available at a nearby site managed by the operator of the facility. 

9.0 
EVACUATION PLAN 

All emergencies require prompt and deliberate action.  In the event of any major emergency, it will be necessary to follow an established set of procedures.  Such established procedures will be followed as closely as possible; however, in specific emergency situations, the Emergency Coordinator may deviate from the procedures to provide a more effective plan for bringing the situation under control.  The on duty supervisor is responsible for determining which emergency situations require plant evacuation. 

In the event plant evacuation is called for by the on duty Supervisor, the following actions will be taken: 

a. The signal for plant evacuation will be activated. 


b. No further entry of visitors, contractors, or trucks will be permitted.  All vehicle traffic within the plant will cease to allow safe exit of personnel and movement of emergency equipment. 

c. 
ALL personnel, visitors, and contractors will immediately leave through the exit gate to gather at the designated rally point. 

c. No persons shall remain or reenter the location, unless specifically authorized by the person or persons calling for the evacuation.  In allowing this, the person in charge assumes responsibility for those persons within the perimeter.  Those within the fenced area will normally only include fire brigade personnel or emergency teams. 

d. The Emergency Coordinator will be contacted.

e. 
ALL persons will be accounted for. 

f. 
The appointed rally point is located at the corner of Rocket Boulevard and General Drive.  Immediately upon exit, the supervisor will compile a list of all personnel at the rally point. 
g. 
Upon completion of the employee list, the supervisor in charge will hand-carry the list to the Emergency Coordinator.  All other personnel will remain at the gate area. 

h. 
The names of plant personnel and/or other emergency team members involved in emergency response will be reported, in writing, to the front gate by designated response team personnel. 

i. 
A final tally of personnel will be made by the Emergency Coordinator. 

j. 
An attempt to find persons not accounted for will be made only if it does not involve endangering lives of others by reentry into emergency areas. 

k. 
Reentry in the fenced area will be made only after clearance is given by the Emergency Coordinator.  At his or her direction, a signal or other notification will be given for reentry into the plant. 

l. 
In all questions of accountability, immediate supervisors will be held responsible for those persons reporting to them.  Visitors will be the responsibility of those employees being visited.  Contractors are the responsibility of those persons administering the individual contracts.  Truck drivers are the responsibility of the warehouse supervisor or the area supervisor where the truck is loading/unloading.

9.0
OPERATIONAL INTERUPTIONS OR FAILURES

Equipment used at the PFO facility does not pose a human health, safety, or an environmental concern in cases of equipment failure to operate.  Equipment is not used in processes for which failure may create a dangerous situation.  The paragraphs below indicate what type of equipment driven by internal combustion engines or by electrical motors is used in process and storage areas at the facility and the implications that may result from not being able to operate any of this equipment at any given time.

Forklifts used to move drums and will not jeopardize safety if they cannot be operated at any given time.  

Pump are used to transfers contents from containers to tankers.  None of these components will create a safety problem due to failure to operate during normal or emergency situations.  A general equipment failure due to power outage will not cause a release to occur because the pumps that transfer waste into the tank will also cease to operate.

Front-end loaders and backhoes are used in the solidification process.  None of the components will create safety a safety problem due to a failure to operate during normal operations.  This equipment may also used to create an earthen berm to contain a spill.  If operational failure or interruptions occur, there is a piece of back up equipment.

If operational interruptions occur that impact PFO’s ability to process waste, the waste may be moved to the PFO’s Hazardous Waste TSDF for processing.
