The Hillsborough County Public Utilities Department, Solid Waste Management Division
(SWMD) is pleased to provide the analytical results from the sampling events conducted as
part of the Phase IlI activities of the Initial Assessment Monitoring Plan (IAMP). The IAMP
was developed to address any potential impacts from the sinkhole in Phase VI of the
Southeast County Landfill (SCLF), which was discovered on December 14, 2010.

The SWMD conducted the Phase III sampling activities in accordance with the IAMP during
the week of January 3, 2011. On January 4, 2011, representative groundwater samples were
collected from the four large irrigation supply wells located on the Maran Groves property.
On January 6-7, 2011, seven monitoring wells and two limited use potable supply wells were
sampled to assess any potential impacts to groundwater from the sinkhole.

The water quality observed within the on-site groundwater monitoring wells, onsite supply
wells and the Maran Groves wells gives no indication of impact from the sinkhole. The
Maran Groves irrigation supply wells and the on-site potable supply wells exhibited
consistent values for several of the indicator parameters.
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The on-site surficial aquifer wells exhibited water quality consistent with the historical data
set for the site, and no unusual changes in water quality are observed. The groundwater and
surface water elevations were recorded on January 4, 2011, and the data summary table and
contour flow diagram have been prepared, as requested.

The two new monitoring wells, TH-72 and TH-73, along with the supply well at the Maran
Groves maintenance facility were originally scheduled to sampled as part of Phase III of the
IAMP. The new wells were not completed until January 14, 2011, and the supply well at the
Maran Grove maintenance facility was not functioning due to electrical problems. The new
monitoring wells were initially sampled on January 21, 2011, and the electrical problems with
the Maran Groves supply well were resolved today, January 27, 2011. The data from the
sampling of these wells will be provided in the future IAMP reports.

Enclosed for your review is a detailed site location map, a supplemental map depicting the
locations of the four Maran Groves irrigation supply wells, a water quality data summary
table, a groundwater elevation data table, and the associated contour flow diagram. The
SWMD continues to work on all the activities associated with the Initial Assessment
Monitoring Plan. The analytical results from each week’s sampling events shall be submitted
within seven days of our receipt of the laboratory data reports, as requested by FDEP.
