To
fully comply with the filing requirements of Rule 62-701.630(4), Florida Administrative Code,
you must complete Form 62-701.900(28). This form is available directly from DEP offices or
via the cost estimate web page at:

Other information concerning cost estimates can also be found at this site. Remember, if you
are adjusting your estimate using the current inflation factor (1.010), you only need to submit
the first two pages of Form 62-701.900(28).
