Omni Waste of Osceola County, LLC (Omni) is submitting the attached Quarterly results 
of perimeter gas probe monitoring completed by Mr. Keith Lunsford, Waste Services, Inc. 
Environmental Technician, on April 13, 2011, for the JED Solid Waste Management 
Facility (facility). As shown on the attached Perimeter Gas Probe Monitoring Log, the 
Lower Explosive Limit (LEL) for methane was exceeded in probe GP-7, GP-10, GP-11, 
GP-14, GP-18, GP-19 and GP-21 during this monitoring period (regulatory levels listed in 
F.A.C. Rule 62-701.530(1)). Methane was also detected in probes GP-8, GP-12, GP-20 
and GP-22, however at levels below the LEL. All other probes were recorded at zero 
percent of the LEL for methane.
