Explanation: Areas of the Class I surface have inadequate intermediate cover.  Uncovered waste
was exposed over a large area of the landfill surface in the areas near the working face.



Corrective Action: 12 inches of intermediate cover must be applied in the areas where disposal is not
occurring.



Class I Landfill:



The working face is located on the eastern side of the south side slopes.  Jennifer Stirk said that disposal has
been in the area for about 2 weeks with the working face moving towards the west.  Previous disposal was on
the cell surface.  A large quantity of waste was protruding through the cover in this area. This indicates that
an inadequate amount of cover material was applied here. If disposal will not occur in this area within the next
6 months, then an intermediate cover must be applied.  The facility has a large amount of mulch that can be
mixed in with cover material for this.



In accordance with the facility's operation plan, the Department was notified of new occurrences of leachate
seepage on 4/21/11 and 4/28/11.  Jennifer Stirk said that the seepage areas are repaired by excavating
approximately 4 feet of the area and replacing with 2 feet of #57 stone and 2 feet of clean soil material.  The
seepage area on 4/28/11 remained excavated at the time of inspection with only the #57 stone in place.  The
excavated soil was being brought to the landfill surface for disposal.



A 200 ft. section of toe berm and toe drain has been constructed in the area of the previous leachate
seepage.  This was constructed in response to the Department Non-compliance letter OCD-SW-11-045.  The
toe drain will be part of south side slope closure process in closure permit SF64-0078767-020.



There was a leachate seepage area directly upslope of the toe drain area.  Jennifer Stirk said that this started
around the same time disposal shifted to the side slopes upslope of this area.  The leachate appears to be
entirely collected within the toe drain.



Class III Landfill and Yard Trash Area:



The class III disposal area is located in the northwest area of class III cell.  The disposal area is on the
surface with waste being pushed down the east side slopes in this area with disposal moving towards the
south.



There is a large amount of unprocessed vegetative waste in the yard trash area.  Jennifer Stirk said that the
tub grinder is at the transfer station and is expected to return in approximately 2 weeks.  All mulch is
designated for use as onsite as cover material.
