The facility has submitted the Certification of Construction Completion for the 1.36 acre area of cell 2A on
August 9, 2011. An approval letter was sent on August 17, 2011 and this section was approved to accept
waste. At the time of inspection, Nick Giumarelli said the facility is just beginning to use the new area. A
small amount of waste was pushed into the southwest section the new portion. The 1.36 acre portion
appears to be consistent with the certification and drawing.

Nick said that there is still plenty of airspace to utilize in the current area of cell 2A along with the new portion.
He said that it will be some time until work is started on the remaining cell 2 areas.

Yard Trash was being processed at the time of inspection.

Item No 1.7 marked unknown: The water quality report is reviewed as a separate function and is not deemed
part of this inspection report.
