  Response to Request for Pumping of Stormwater 
 
Dear Mr. Marion: 
 
On February 8, 2012, a request from Tomoka Farms Road Landfill was sent to the Department 
via email. The request stated the facility would like to explore the option of having the standing 
stormwater in area 2 (indicated on the fill sequencing plan) pumped into the adjacent 
stormwater ditch.  The area is lined but has not received any waste.  The facility is preparing the 
area to receive waste. 
 
On August 18, 2011, an inspection indicated that leachate seepage was occurring near the toe of 
the existing east side slopes. As a result of this seepage, the facility has been pumping all 
stormwater from area 2 into the leachate collection system. No subsequent leachate seepage in 
this area has been observed since the original occurrence. 
 
Prior to approval of this request, the Department recommends the following:  
 



1. standing stormwater in area 2 must be sampled and 
analyzed for the for the following parameters:

2.  with the results of these tests.  The report should 
have a conclusion whether the stormwater in area 2 has characteristics of leachate or 
not.  It should include a recommendation how to handle the stormwater based on that 
conclusion.  Since this will be an interpretation of data, the report must be signed and 
sealed by a professional engineer.
