On March 16, 2012, Waste Services, Inc. (WSI) was notified by a representative of Hawk
Aviation Services, Inc., 1341 Pine Avenue, Orlando, FL 32824, that a facility employee
had been depositing approximately 50 gallons/month of hazardous sandblast material into
a 6 cubic yard front end loader container established for general non-hazardous municipal
solid waste. The container is emptied by WSI once per week at our Taft Transfer and
Materia Recovery Facility and the waste ultimately transferred to our JED Solid Waste
Management Facility (JED facility). Hawk Aviation Services stated the practice had been
ongoing since early 2007 when the company became a customer of WSI. The practice
ceased when an inspector of the Orange County Environmental Protection Division (Mr.
John Harris) inquired about the practice during a random facility inspection. Hawk
Aviation Services performed laboratory sampling of the material and it was determined to
contain leachable levels of cadmium and chromium exceeding Federa RCRA TCLP
limits. Attached are laboratory results provided by Hawk Aviation Services.

In my recent telephone conversation with Ms. Kim Rush of your Department regarding
this subject, | explained that WS was not aware that the material was being placed in the
container and that there would be no reasonable way to identify and recover the material at
our JED facility. WSI believes the health safety and environmental risk associated with the
hazardous waste is negligible due to the design of the JED facility and the minimal amount
of waste deposited in relation to the overall incoming waste stream.
