  City RAI 1 Response Review 
 
CDM Smith has reviewed the responses by WMIF to the City of Apopka’s first RAI for the Vista 
Landfill Class III Permit Application for Phases 1 & 2.  In general, the comments are satisfactory, 
although there is a request for some additional information for some comment responses.  These 
comments should be forwarded to WMIF and Geosyntec for their review and a return response.  
 
Permit Application 
 The responses to Comments 1, 3, 8, 9, 10, 12, 13, 14, and 15 are acceptable to the City. 



 Comment 2 Response—regarding Section 3.6.5.  Please copy the City on any permit 
modifications submitted to FDEP.  The City will require a construction permit submittal for 
the construction of Cell 5 for any changes or additional detail to the construction drawings 
that is required.   



 Comment 4 Response--regarding financial assurance.  The City acknowledges that FDEP has 
not required additional financial assurance because of the reduction in area of Cells 3 & 4.  
This was discussed in a meeting with FDEP on August 8, 2012 and documented in the WMIF 
response to the first FDEP RAI.  The City agrees that the current financial assurance is 
satisfactory for now. 



 Comment 5 Response--Section 3.8.2.  Regarding which monitor wells will be used to monitor 
groundwater elevations for purposes of refining the seasonal high groundwater elevations for 
future landfill phases.  This is an issue for which there has been a great deal of discussion over 
the years.  The City acknowledges that the monitor wells required to demonstrate the 
seasonal high groundwater levels for future phases—especially phase 3—do not have to be 
installed now.  However, they will need to be installed far enough in advance so that enough 
data will be gathered--over multiple years—to provide assurance that the seasonal high 
estimates in the areas at issue are representative.  Please note that these elevations are likely 
to impact the configuration of the stormwater system currently shown on the drawings for 
Phase 3.  A note should be added to drawing 3 of 23 which acknowledges the need for this 
additional data.

 Personnel listing.  Please identify the personnel and their roles, who will be responsible 
for the Operation of the Yard Trash and Organic Processing and Recycling Facility.  



Drawings 
 Comment 7 Response.  Regarding grading on Drawing sheet 6.  Please document the amount of 



additional area from Cell 3 which is contributing to Cell 2. 



 Comment 11 Response.  Drawing sheet 17  Detail 17.  Please add a note to the record drawings  
and the Operations plan that the sacrificial liner on top of the leachate collection system will be 
removed prior to filling activities—by Operations personnel.  



Other Comments 
 Comment 16 Response.  A submittal to the City will be required if WMIF chooses another 



leachate collection option.   



 Comments 17, 18 and 19 will be revisited if WMIF chooses another leachate collection option.
