Dear Mr. Morgan:

In compliance with Specific Condition C.8..2. of the above referenced permit, enclosed please
find the quarterly Leachate Generation and Daily Precipitation Report for the months of July,
August and September 2012, together with the Year-to-Date Leachate Tracking Summary.

As noted on the previous quarterly report, due to Tropical Storm Debby the recorded secondary
flows for Phase 2 and 3 exceeded the allowable leachate rates as specified in the permit. FDEP
was notified verbally of the initial situation on June 21, 2012. We believe this was due to
Tropical Storm Beryl generating 7.70 inches of rain in May. Tropical Storm Debby generated
16.60 inches of rain in June. The exceedance continued for most of the month of July, (an
additional 10.30 inches of rain received), started to recede in August (an additional 11.05 inches
of rain received) and exceeded one day in September for Phase 3 due to a rain event.

The generation summary also reflects the amount of leachate pumped from the top of Phase 3
to the storage tanks during the report period.
