The facility 
accepts only construction and demolition debris (C&D) and serves the Ocala area. 



 
• Friends Recycling, owns a total of 57.2 acres.  The area dedicated to the disposal facility is 42.2 



acres.  The C&D Disposal area is 26.8 acres. 
 



• Cell 1 is 14.5 acres and Cell 1 includes sub-cell 1A which is 14.1 acres and sub-cell 1B which is 0.4 
acres.  Cell 2 is 12.3 acres and Cell 2 includes sub-cell 2A which is 7.0 acres, sub-cell 2B which 
is 4.4 acres and sub-cell 2C which is 0.9 acres.  Disposal of construction and demolition debris is 
approved for sub-cell 1A.  Waste shall not be placed for disposal in sub-cell 2A until the 
requirements of Specific Condition No. 39 of this permit have been satisfied.  Cells 1 and 2 are 
depicted on Sheet No. 2 of 6 – Cell Layout (Reference No. 13 – Appendix A), signed and sealed 
by Juan Guerra, P.E. on January 25, 2008, which is made a part of this permit as noted in 
Specific Condition No. 1. 



 
• The facility will accept construction and demolition waste as defined in Rule 62-701.200(27), F.A.C. 



from outside sources, such as, general public, commercial carriers, demolition operations and 
construction companies in addition to C&D from its own operation. 



 
• The facility receives construction and demolition debris and recycles materials contained in the 



construction and demolition debris waste stream.  The recycled materials are untreated lumber, 
concrete, metals, plastics, etc.  Trees and other wood debris originating from the construction 
and demolition debris waste stream are passed through a grinder and converted into mulch.

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GENERAL CONDITIONS:   
 
1. The terms, conditions, requirements, limitations and restrictions set forth in this permit, are “permit 



conditions” and are binding and enforceable pursuant to Sections 403.141, 403.727, or 403.859 
through 403.861, Florida Statutes (F.S.).  The permittee is placed on notice that the Department will 
review this permit periodically and may initiate enforcement action for any violation of these 
conditions. 



 
2. This permit is valid only for the specific processes and operations applied for and indicated in the 



approved drawings or exhibits.  Any unauthorized deviation from the approved drawings, exhibits, 
specifications, or conditions of this permit may constitute grounds for revocation and enforcement 
action by the Department. 



 
3. As provided in subsections 403.087(6) and 403.722(5), F.S., the issuance of this permit does not 



convey any vested rights or any exclusive privileges.  Neither does it authorize any injury to public or 
private property or any invasion of personal rights, nor any infringement of federal, state, or local laws 
or regulations.  This permit is not a waiver of or approval of any other Department permit that may be 
required for other aspects of the total project which are not addressed in this permit. 



 
4. This permit conveys no title to land or water, does not constitute State recognition or 



acknowledgment of title, and does not constitute authority for the use of submerged lands unless 
herein provided and the necessary title or leasehold interests have been obtained from the State.  
Only the Trustees of the Internal Improvement Trust Fund may express State opinion as to title. 



 
5. This permit does not relieve the permittee from liability for harm or injury to human health or welfare, 



animal, or plant life, or property caused by the construction or operation of this permitted source, or 
from penalties therefore; nor does it allow the permittee to cause pollution in contravention of Florida 
Statutes and Department rules, unless specifically authorized by an order from the Department. 



 
6. The permittee shall properly operate and maintain the facility and systems of treatment and control 



(and related appurtenances) that are installed and used by the permittee to achieve compliance with 
the conditions of this permit, as required by Department rules.  This provision includes the operation 
of backup and auxiliary facilities or similar systems when necessary to achieve compliance with the 
conditions of the permit and when required by Department rules. 



 
7. The permittee, by accepting this permit, specifically agrees to allow authorized Department 



personnel, upon presentation of credentials or other documents as may be required by law and at 
reasonable times, access to the premises where the permitted activity is located or conducted to:

 (b)  The period of noncompliance, including dates and times; or, if not corrected, the anticipated 
time the noncompliance is expected to continue, and steps being taken to reduce, eliminate, and 
prevent recurrence of the noncompliance.  The permittee shall be responsible for any and all 
damages which may result and may be subject action by the Department for penalties or for 
revocation of this permit. 



 
9. In accepting this permit, the permittee understands and agrees that all records, notes, monitoring 



data and other information relating to the construction or operation of this permitted source which are 
submitted to the Department may be used by the Department as evidence in any enforcement case 
involving the permitted source arising under the Florida Statutes or Department rules, except where 
such use is prescribed by Section 403.111 and 403.73, F.S.  Such evidence shall only be used to 
the extent it is consistent with the Florida Rules of Civil Procedure and appropriate evidentiary rules. 



 
10. The permittee agrees to comply with changes in Department rules and Florida Statutes after a 



reasonable time for compliance; provided, however, the permittee does not waive any other rights 
granted by Florida Statutes or Department rules.

The permittee shall hold at the facility or other location designated by this permit records of all 
monitoring information (including all calibration and maintenance records and all original strip chart 
recordings for continuous monitoring information) required by the permit, copies of all reports 
required by this permit, and records of all data used to complete the application for this permit.  These 
materials shall be retained at least three years from the date of the sample, measurement, report, or 
application unless otherwise specified by Department rule. 
 
(c).  Records of monitoring information shall include:

1. Plans and Specifications: Drawings, plans, documents and specifications submitted by the 



permittee, not attached hereto but on file at the Central District office, are made a part of this permit.  
The documents are listed in Appendix A.  



 
2. Document Requirements: A copy of the permit, with a complete copy of the permit application and 



engineering drawings shall be kept on file at the facility for inspection and review upon request. 
 
3. Other Permits: This permit does not relieve the permittee from complying with any other appropriate 



stormwater, ERP, or other permit requirements. 
 
4. Signs:  Signs indicating the name of the operating authority, traffic flow, hours of operation, charges 



for disposal and the types of wastes accepted shall be placed at all entrances to the site.   
 
5. Site Access:  Access to the site shall be restricted by an effective barrier designed to prevent 



unauthorized entry and dumping, Rule 62-701.730(7)(c), F.A.C.

 9. Effluent Discharge: There shall be no discharge of liquid effluents or contaminated runoff to surface 



or ground water without prior approval from this Department. 
 
10. Surface Water Management:  All surface water runoff from the site shall be collected and treated to 



meet the requirements of Chapters 373 and 403, Florida Statutes (F.S.), and Rule 62-701.730(5), 
F.A.C. prior to discharge off-site.  The surface water management system shall prevent surface 
water flow into waste filled areas. 



 
11. Zone of Discharge: The zone of discharge for the facility shall be defined in the horizontal plane as

12. Monitoring Plan Implementation Schedule:  The Monitoring Plan Implementation Schedule attached 



as Exhibit 1 is made a part of this permit.  
 
13. Solid Waste Burning:  Burning of solid waste is prohibited except in accordance with Rule 62-



701.300(3), F.A.C.  Any fires at the facility must be reported to the Department in accordance with the 
operation plan.   Also, within five (5) days, a letter explaining the cause, remedial action, and 
measures taken to prevent a recurrence must be sent to the Department. 



 
14. Improper Operations:  When the Department, after investigation, has good reason (such as 



complaints, questionable maintenance of equipment, improper operations, etc.) to believe that any 
applicable requirement contained in Chapter 62-701, F.A.C. or in this permit is being violated, it may 
require the owner or operator of the source to identify the nature of the problem and report to the 
Department, in writing, the results of the investigation and corrective action taken to prevent its 
recurrence. 



 
15. Sub-cells 1A and 2A:  Only material which meets the definition of construction and demolition debris, 



Rule 62-701.200(27), F.A.C., shall be disposed of at the facility in sub-cells 1A and 2A – Sheet 2 of 6 
(Reference No. 13 – Appendix A). 



 
16.  Sub-cells 1B and 2C:  Existing C&D debris shall be removed from sub-cells 1B and 2C and disposed 



into sub-cell 1A within a 90-day time period starting upon issuance of this permit – Sheet No. 2 of 6 
(Reference No. 13 – Appendix A). 



 
17. Sub-cell 2B:  Existing C&D waste within sub-cell 2B shall be removed within 9 months from the date 



this permit is issued, if the potable water wells are not replaced by the city water supply.  If it appears 
that the C&D waste removal will take longer than 9 months, the permittee must provide the 
Department advance written notice of the cause and delay, and request an extension for completion 
of the project – Sheet 2 of 6 (Reference No. 13 – Appendix A). 



 
18.  Sub-cells 1B, 2B and 2C:  Sub-cells 1B, 2B and 2C shall receive only clean debris. 
 
19. Active Cells:  The cells may be excavated to a depth not lower than elevation 64.0 feet NGVD 1929.  



Care is to be exercised during excavation to ensure that excavation does not breach any clay layer 
above the Floridan aquifer. 



 
20. Setback:  The C and D facility shall have a 50-foot setback along the southern border and a 100-foot 



setback along the western border of Cell 2.  The setback is along the property line to the edge of the 
waste. 



 
21. Alternate Equipment:  Arrangements shall be made to provide alternate equipment within 24 hours 



following an equipment breakdown.

22.  Temporary Storage:  The temporary storage of non-permitted waste at the site shall not exceed 48 



hours for putrescible waste and 30 days for non-putrescible waste, Rule 62-701.730(6), F.A.C.   
 
23. Facility Shut-down: During any periods the facility is not operating, whether due to a planned or 



emergency shut-down, all incoming waste shall be directed to a Department permitted landfill or 
disposal facility for disposal.  Any solid waste remaining on site shall be handled in accordance with 
Specific Condition 22 of this permit. 



 
24. Operation Plan:  An operation plan that meets the requirements of Rule 62-701.730(7), F.A.C., shall 



be kept at the disposal facility.  All operators and spotters shall be trained and knowledgeable about 
the plan. 



 
25. Odor Remediation Plan:  The facility shall be operated to control objectionable odors in accordance 



with Rule 62-701.730(7)(e), F.A.C. If objectionable odors originating from this facility are detected off 
site, the permittee shall prepare and submit to the Department an odor remediation plan that meets 
the requirements of Rule 62-701.530(3)(b), F.A.C. 



 
26. Control of Nuisance Conditions:  The operating authority shall be responsible for the control of odors 



and fugitive particulates arising from this operation.  Such controls shall prevent the creation of 
nuisance conditions that may arise from adverse odors and fugitive particulates and their effect on 
adjacent or nearby properties and users.  The permittee shall immediately investigate any complaints 
received from the general public and, where warranted, take corrective actions to abate the adverse 
odor or nuisance condition.  The permittee will prepare a written report on each complaint describing 
the action taken to resolve the complaint, and submit the report to the Department within 10 days of 
receiving the complaint.  If the complaint has not been resolved by that time, the permittee must 
prepare and submit an additional report no later than 10 days from the date of resolution. 



 
27. Trained Operator and Spotters:  A trained operator shall be on duty at the facility at all times that the

29. Final Cover:  Final cover and seeding or planting of vegetative cover shall be placed over each 



disposal unit within 180 days after it has reached its final grade.  Final cover shall consist of a 24-inch 
thick soil layer, the upper six inches of which shall be capable of supporting vegetation, and shall be 
graded and compacted as necessary to eliminate ponding, promote drainage, and minimize erosion, 
Rule 62-701.730(9)(b), F.A.C.

30. Side Slopes:  The permittee shall maintain all above-grade side slopes in the disposal area at a ratio 



of 3:1 (horizontal: vertical) during facility operation.  Any proposal to maintain side slopes steeper 
than 3:1 during facility operation shall be submitted to the Department as a request to modify the 
approved operation plan. The proposal shall include a schedule and explanation for what slopes will 
be maintained and how the operator will assure that the closure requirements can all be met in a 
timely manner.  The proposal shall be signed and sealed by the Engineer of Record, or other 
licensed professional with appropriate qualifications and experience.  The proposal shall be subject to 
approval by the Department as an amendment to the approved operation plan, and shall include 
affirmative justification that side slopes no steeper than 3:1 will be established on all portions of the 
disposal area prior to closure, and that neither the final design height nor the boundaries of the 
permitted footprint of the disposal area will be exceeded at closure.  The proposal shall also include 
affirmative justification that establishment of side slopes steeper than 3:1 during operation will not 
contribute to slope failure.   



 
31. Erosion Control:  Side slopes and covered areas shall be maintained to minimize erosion and 



facilitate stormwater management.  Stabilization by seeding and mulching of the final fill areas shall 
occur as the fill operations progress from cell to cell.   



 
32. Landfill Elevation:  The final (maximum) elevation of the disposal facility shall not exceed 130 feet 



NGVD 1929 after establishment of final closure slopes and placement of final cover. 
 
33. Operating Rate:  The average volume of construction and demolition debris waste to be received is 



approximately 400 tons per day as stated in the application.  Actual operating rates may vary 
depending upon business conditions. 



 
34. Operation Permit Renewal: An operation permit renewal must be submitted at least 60 days prior to 



the expiration date of this permit.  (Rule 62-4.090, F.A.C.) 
 
35. Permit Deviations:  The Department shall be notified and approval shall be obtained prior to

GENERAL





1.	The permittee must initiate implementation of this Monitoring Plan within ninety (90) days from the date of permit issuance.  [62-701.730(4)(b), 62-701.510(1)(b)&(c), 62-520.600(5), Florida Administrative Code (F.A.C.)]





2.	The field testing, sample collection and preservation and laboratory testing, including quality control procedures, shall be in accordance with Chapter 62-160 Florida Administrative Code (F.A.C.).  Approved methods as published by the Department or as published in Standard Methods, ASTM, or EPA Methods shall be used.  [62-701.730(4)(b), 62-701.510(2)(b), F.A.C.]





3.	The organization collecting samples at this site must use the Field and Laboratory Standard Operating Procedures (DEP-SOP-001/01) in Chapter 62-160, F.A.C.  Sampling personnel must have a copy of the SOP for purging and sampling in the field when sampling and must be knowledgeable of its contents, procedures, and forms.  The laboratory designated to conduct the chemical analyses must be certified by the Florida Department of Health Environmental Laboratory Certification Program (DoH ELCP).  This Certification must be for the test method and analyte(s) that are reported.  [62-701.730(4)(b), 62-160.210(1), 62-160.320(1), F.A.C.]

4.	If, at any time, analyses detect parameters which are significantly above background water quality, or which are at levels above the Department’s water quality standards or criteria specified in Chapter 62-520, F.A.C., in the detection wells or at the edge of the Zone of Discharge, the Permittee, to confirm the data, shall resample the wells within thirty (30) days of receipt of the sampling data. Should the permittee choose not to resample, the Department will consider the water quality analysis as representative of current ground water conditions at the facility. The permittee must notify the Department within 14 days of receipt of the sampling data whether the original data will be accepted as representative of current ground water conditions or whether resampling will be accomplished to confirm the data. [62-701.510(7)(a), F.A.C.]





If the resampling event detects parameters which are significantly above background water quality, or which are at levels above the Department’s water quality standards or criteria specified in Chapter 62-520, F.A.C., the Permittee shall notify the Department in writing within 14 days of receipt of the sampling data. Confirmed data must be submitted to the Department within 60 days from completion of lab analyses. Use “CONF” (for confirmation data) in the report type column.  [62-701.510(7)(a), F.A.C.]





Upon notification by the Department, the permittee shall initiate evaluation monitoring in accordance with Rule 62-701.510(7) F.A.C. [62-701.730(4)(b), 62-701.510(7)(a), F.A.C.]





GROUND WATER QUALITY MONITORING





5.	The (6) ground water monitoring wells designated for water quality testing are listed on Attachment A and are shown on Attachment B.  [62-701.730(4)(b)3, F.A.C.]





NOTE:  Unless otherwise approved by the Department, wells with high turbidities must be remediated or reinstalled to reduce the turbidity value to less than 20 NTU prior to sample collection.  Should any ground water sample exhibit dissolved oxygen concentrations greater than 20% of oxygen saturation at the field measured temperature, the sampled well must be repurged then resampled as soon as an acceptable dissolved oxygen value has been attained unless it can be demonstrated that in situ ground water contains higher levels of dissolved oxygen.  All water quality analyses will be performed on unfiltered samples unless approved by the Department.





6.	Initial samples collected from the (5) new ground water monitoring wells [MW-5, MW-6, MW-7, MW-8, and MW-9] shall be collected for the next semi-annual sampling event following the issuance of this permit.  The samples shall be analyzed for the list of Initial Ground Water Monitoring on Attachment C.  [62-701.730(4)(b)5, F.A.C.]





7.	Semi-annual samples from the (6) ground water monitoring wells shall be collected in February and August.  The samples shall be analyzed for the list of Semi-Annual Ground Water Monitoring on Attachment D. [62-701.730(4(b))4, F.A.C.]





Note: Antimony, Thallium, and Vanadium have been added to the list of semi-annual sampling parameters.





8.	Permit renewal samples from all background, compliance and detection wells shall be collected within 90 days prior to submittal of the permit renewal application.  The samples shall be analyzed for the list of Permit Renewal Ground Water Monitoring on Attachment E.  [62-701.730(4)(b)5, F.A.C.]





9.	Please confer with your consultant and analytical laboratory prior to sampling to ensure the analytical method is capable of achieving detection limits at or below the Ground Water Cleanup Target Levels (GCTLs) in Chapter 62-777, F.A.C.  GCTLs are used as screening tools and interim guidelines for ground water minimum criteria until standards are promulgated.





10.	Ground water levels in all wells, whether sampled or not, and all piezometers must be measured to the nearest 0.01 foot and reported semiannually.  All water level measurements must be made within a one-day period.  These measurements must be referenced to the National Geodetic Vertical Datum of 1929 (NGVD).  NOTE:  Chapter 62-701, F.A.C, effective 05/27/01, requires the use of NGVD 1929.  The term “NGVD 1929” in this MPIS means any datum acceptable by the current version of 62-701, F.A.C.  [62-701.510(9)(a), F.A.C.]

11.	Installation of new monitoring wells [MW-5, MW-6, MW-7, MW-8, and MW-9] shall commence within ninety (90) days from the date of permit issuance.  [62-701.730(4)(b), 62-701.510 (1)(b)&(c), 62-520.600(5), F.A.C.]





12.	If a monitoring well or piezometer becomes damaged or inoperable, the Permittee shall notify the Department in writing within seven (7) days.  The written report shall describe what problem has occurred and the remedial measures that have been taken to prevent a recurrence.  The Department can require the replacement of inoperable monitoring wells or piezometers.
[62-701.510(1)(c), F.A.C.]





13.	New or replacement monitoring well design or placement must be approved by the Department.  Proposed well construction details based on site-specific borings must be submitted with all supporting data (grain size distribution analyses, in-situ hydraulic conductivity testing, depth to water, etc.) for Department approval prior to well installation.  Use of hollow stem auger equipment is recommended.  Other drilling methods must be approved by the Department prior to well installation.  [62-701.730(4)(b), 62-520.600(3), F.A.C.]





14.	All wells and piezometers shall be clearly and permanently labeled and the well site maintained so that the well is visible at all times. Protective barriers must be installed at all wells that may be subject to damage by heavy equipment or traffic.  [62-701.730(4)(b), 62-701.510(3)(d)2, F.A.C.]





15.	An abandonment plan for abandoning any well that is unsuitable for ground water monitoring or for any piezometer must be approved by the Department prior to abandonment.  [62-701.730(4)(b), 62-701.510(3)(d)5, F.A.C.]





REPORTING REQUIREMENTS





FIELD ACTIVITIES





16.	The Department must be notified in writing, hard copy or e-mail, at least fourteen (14) days prior to the installation and/or sampling of any monitoring well(s).  [62-701.510(9)(a), F.A.C.]





MONITORING WELL COMPLETION





17.	One (1) paper copy and one (1) electronic copy of Attachment F, Monitoring Well Completion Report (as modified by the Central District) and required Attachments (construction diagram and lithologic log), must be submitted to the Department within thirty (30) days after installation of any new or replacement monitoring well(s) [specifically, MW-5, MW-6, MW-7, MW-8, and MW-9]  In addition, as built well construction diagrams and soil boring logs that cover the entire depth of the monitoring well(s) must be submitted to the Department.  NOTE:  the top of casing elevation of each well, to an accuracy of 0.01 feet, and the latitude and longitude of each well in degrees, minutes and seconds, to two (2) decimal places, with an accuracy of 15 feet, must be determined and certified by a Florida Licensed Surveyor and Mapper and provided on the form.    [62-701.730(4)(b), 62-701.510(1)(c) & (3)(d) 1, 62-532.410, F.A.C.]





SURVEYING





18.	One (1) paper copy and one (1) electronic copy of a drawing must be submitted within thirty (30) days following monitoring well installation showing the location of all monitoring wells (active and abandoned), water bodies and waste filled areas.  The location of features on the drawing must be horizontally and vertically located by standard surveying techniques.  The drawing shall include all monitoring well locations, each monitoring well name and identification (WACS) number, the top of casing, pad elevation, permanent benchmark(s) and/or corner monument marker(s) referenced to NGVD with an accuracy of 0.01 feet.  The latitude and longitude of each well in degrees, minutes and seconds, to two (2) decimal places, with an accuracy of 15 feet, must be determined and provided on the drawing. The survey shall be conducted and certified by a Florida Licensed Surveyor and Mapper.  [62-701.730(4)(b), 62-701.510(3)(d)1, F.A.C.]








DEPTH MEASUREMENTS





19.	A total depth measurement must be made on all wells at time of permit renewal.  This measurement is to be reported on one (1) paper copy and one (1) electronic copy as total apparent depth below ground surface and should be compared to the original total depth of the well.  [62-701.730(4)(b), 62-701.510(1)(c), F.A.C.]

e.	Water levels-water elevation table (paragraphs 10 and 29).


 f.	Lab data and quality control reports.


g.	Attachment G, Ground Water Monitoring Report Certification.


h.	Attachment H, Groundwater Sampling Log.





One (1) paper copy and one (1) electronic copy of the monitoring report shall be submitted.  The electronic copy must be on a Compact Disc (CD) that is readable by Microsoft Office.  The CD should contain the following:





A copy of the monitoring report

A copy of the electronic data in PDF format to insure the integrity of the data

WATER ELEVATIONS





21.	Water levels in all monitoring wells, whether sampled or not, all piezometers and all surface water sites must be measured to the nearest 0.01 foot and reported semi-annually.  All water level measurements must be made within a one-day period. These measurements should be reported in a table that includes well or surface water point name, date water level measured, measuring point elevation referenced to NGVD, depth to water and calculated water level elevation referenced to NGVD.  [62-701.730(4)(b), 62-701.510(9)(a)8, F.A.C.]





GROUND WATER CONTOUR MAPS





22.	Ground water elevation contour maps for each monitored aquifer zone must be submitted semi-annually to the Department.  Ground water elevation contour map(s) should include monitoring well and piezometer locations, ground water elevation at each monitoring well or piezometer location referenced to NGVD, a bar scale, north arrow, ground water contour interval, date of measurement and ground water flow direction.  The map(s) must incorporate adjacent and on-site surface water elevations where appropriate.  These maps shall be signed and sealed pursuant to Florida Statutes (F.S.) Chapters 471 and 492 which require that documents requiring the practice of professional engineering or professional geology, as described in Chapter 471 or 492, F.S., be signed and sealed by the professional(s) who prepared or approved them.  This certification must be made by a licensed professional who is able to demonstrate competence in this subject area.  [62-701.730(4)(b), 62-701.510(9)(a)9, F.A.C.]








BIENNIAL





23.	One (1) paper and one (1) electronic copy of a technical report shall be submitted to the Department every two years, and shall be updated at the time of permit renewal.  The first report is due 30 days after the submittal of the monitoring data for the fourth ground water sampling event of the two year period.  Subsequent reports are due 30 days after the submittal of the fourth sampling event following the previous biennial report.  The report shall summarize and interpret the water quality data and water level measurements collected during the past four years.  The report shall contain, at a minimum, the following:





a.	Tabular and graphical displays of any data that shows that a monitoring parameter has been detected, including hydrographs for all monitoring wells.


b.	Trend analyses of any monitoring parameters detected.


c.	Comparisons among shallow, middle, and deep zone wells.


d.	Comparison between upgradient and down gradient wells.


e.	Correlation between related parameters such as total dissolved solids and specific conductance.


f.	Discussion of erratic and/or poorly correlated data.


g.	An interpretation of the ground water contour maps, including an evaluation of ground water flow rates.


h.	An evaluation of the adequacy of the water quality monitoring frequency and sampling locations based upon site conditions.

h. Collection Date:  the date and time on which the measurements were taken.



i. Collector Name:  the name of the person taking the measurement.



j. Collector Affiliation:  the agency or company for whom the collector works.



2. As specified in the MPIS, One (1) paper copy and one (1) electronic copy of a drawing must be submitted within thirty (30) days following monitoring well installation showing the location of all monitoring wells (active and abandoned), water bodies and waste filled areas.  The location of features on the drawing must be horizontally and vertically located by standard surveying techniques.  The drawing shall include all monitoring well locations, each monitoring well name and identification (WACS) number, the top of casing, pad elevation, permanent benchmark(s) and/or corner monument marker(s) referenced to NGVD with an accuracy of 0.01 feet.  The latitude and longitude of each well in degrees, minutes and seconds, to two (2) decimal places, with an accuracy of 15 feet, must be determined and provided on the drawing. The survey shall be conducted and certified by a Florida Licensed Surveyor and Mapper. [62-701.510(1)(c)&(3)(d)1, F.A.C.]


3. If a monitoring well is being replaced or new wells are being added to an existing ground water monitoring plan, only the new wells needs to be surveyed as long as all other monitoring wells in the MPIS have been surveyed and certified by a Florida Licensed Surveyor and Mapper and there is no reason to believe that the elevations have changed.  This location and elevation determinations and the certification must be provided with the Monitoring Well Completion Form for the new well,.
