Please be advice that during this past weekend (October 8 and 9) the Recycle Basin and the
Coal Runoff Ponds exceeded their capacities during the recent rain event. During the weekend
the Stanton Energy Center received about 9.5 inches of rain in a two day period. During the
weekend rain event the Recycle Basin and the Coal Runoff Ponds increase in volume 2.37 feet
and 3.10 feet respectfully. The Recycle Basin overflowed on the west side of the pond into a
grassy area. The area affected is about 60 feet by 60 feet and a couple of inches deep. No
water reached any surface waters and was contain in the grassy area.

Both the North & South Coal Runoff Ponds also exceeded their capacities. The North Coal
Runoff Pond overflowed on the east (between the pond and the railroad tracks approximately
five feet) and on the south side (approximately fifty feet south of the pond). The South Coal
Runoff Pond just barely exceeded its capacity. No water reached any surface waters.
