Comment: Section 403.7225 refers to Small Quantity Generator Program which Volusia
County Environmental Management Department oversees. Solid Waste Division does not
control this program and does not oversee this program.

2. Section 2- Specific Conditions, Part C. Operations Requirements, Paragraph 12. ¢, page 8; 2nd
line
Comment: Please delete “or as directed in Section 2.C.12.h below.” There is no paragraph
g h// .

3. Section 2- Specific Conditions, Part C. Operations Requirements, Paragraph 12. d, Page 8; 2nd
line
Comment: Please delete “in gal/week”.

4. MPIS- In List of Attachments add “Attachment G- Evaluation Monitoring Status”

5. Section 2- Specific Conditions, Part G. Closure Requirements, Paragraph 4- Final Cover
System; page 13
Comment: The required closing cover system from top to bottom is stated as follows:

Six inches of topsoil

18 inches of compacted protective soil

Double sided geocomposite

40-ml linear low- density LLDPE geomembrane liner
e. 12inches of granular fill grading layer (intermediate cover)

the geomembrane. Volusia County requests that the proposed closure layer system be
stated in this specific condition as follows:

a. Protective Cover consisting of 24-inches of protective soil, the top six inches
capable of sustaining vegetation in accordance with 62-701.600 (3)(g)(4)

b. Drainage Layer consisting of double sided composite drainage net

Barrier Layer consisting of 40 mil linear low-density LLDPE geomembrane liner

d. Leveling Course consisting of 12-inches of granular fill grading layer
(intermediate cover is acceptable for Leveling Course)

This closure layer description conforms to 62-701.600 (3)(g)(4) which states: “A protective
soil layer at least 24-inches thick shall be put on top of the geomembrane”. Paragraph (g)(4)
also discusses material specifications and states that the cover layer shall include topsoil or
soils that will sustain vegetative growth. The 2-inch thick soil attached to the sod should be
accounted and included with the 24-inch protective cover.
