PBS&J reviewed the 2005 fourth quarter sampling and testing report for the compost produced at the
Sumter County Composting Facility. Listed below is an overview of the results from the lab reports from
Test America.

Sampling and Analysis: A composite compost sample of the raw (unfinished) compost was taken at the
discharge point of Digester #2, and a composite sample of the finished compost was collected from the
finished compost stockpile. The finished compost was analyzed per Permit Specific Condition 11a. The
unfinished compost was analyzed per Permit Specific Condition 11b.

Material Classification: Chapter 62-709 Criteria for the Production and Use of Compost Made from
Solid Waste in 62-709.550 Classification of Compost (2) (c) states: "Type A is compost made from solid
waste, other than yard trash and manure, which is mature and is fine. The foreign matter content shall be
less than or equal to 2%, and the metal concentration shall fall under code 1. Further, it shall contain no
foreign matter, such as glass or metal shards, of a size and shape that can cause injury." The code 1
parameters are: Cadmium <15, Copper <450, Lead < 500, Nickel <50 and Zinc <900.

Lab Results: The finished and raw compost tested less than the concentrations allowed by the code 1
parameters. The raw compost sample had 1.90% foreign matter. The finished compost had 6.55% foreign
matter and exceeded the 2% limit for Type A compost. The finished compost was re-sampled and tested
at 0.1% foreign matter which is less than and does not exceed the 2% limit for Type A.

Pathogen Destruction: Specific Condition 8 Effectiveness of Pathogen Destruction in Digester states in
paragraph a. "The facility shall demonstrate the effectiveness of each digester in the destruction of
pathogens in accordance with Rule 62-701.200(34), F.A.C. and/or Department Guidance Memo #SWM-
01.9..." The memo states the pathogen destruction should be less than 1,000 Most Probable Number per-
gram Total Solids (MPN/gram TS) - dry weight.

Lab Results: The raw (unfinished) compost sample from the discharge point of Digester #2 had a passing

~ fecal coliform test result of 59 MPN/gram dry TS. The finished compost had a passing test result of <4
MPN/gram dry TS.

TIA Solid Waste Management Consultants, Inc. (TIA) was retained by Sumter County to provide technical assistance
on the preparation of the 1995-1996 Solid Waste Recycling and Education Grant Application. During the preparation
of the grant application, an administrative error was identified in the second quarter compost report submitted to the
Department of Environmental Protection on July 10, 1995.

The second quarter compost report stated that 2,046 cubic yards of compost was produced in the second quarter of
1995. Based upon TIA's review of the County's records, an additional 6,033 cubic yards of Class A compost was
actually produced. The records for the 6,033 cubic yards was inadvertently placed in the third quarter files. In
response, enclosed is a revised second quarter compost report from Sumter County stating that 8,079 cubic yards of
compost were produced.

On behalf of the County, TIA apologizes for any inconvenience this reporting oversight may have caused. The
County has recently purchased a computer system designed by Precision Scale called "Truckway Weight" which
includes a comprehensive tracking system and database which should prevent future problems in this regard. The
County is continuing to make significant progress in removing fluff from the lined cell. In accordance with the
Consent Order, the County anticipates removing all of the fluff from the lined cell by the March 31, 1996 deadline.

Central Testing Laboratory has received the results of the second quarter classification testing
for the compost produced at the above referenced facility. One composite compost sample
was collected for the purpose of analysis and classification on May 3, 1995 at the facility.
The sample was analyzed and classified in accordance with the Florida Administrative Code
(FAC) Chapter 62-709, Criteria for the Production and Use of Compost Made from Solid
Waste. A second sample .of compost labeled as "SCL South Pad Unscreened" was tested
on compost which has undergone the compost process but had not been screened.

A spike was observed in the test results for the concentration of zinc. This information did
not coincide with the zinc results from previous testing events. An additional sample of
compost was obtained on May 25, 1995 to be analyzed for zinc content. The results of the
second testing appeared to be more in-line with the results of previous testing.

Based on the attached results, the screened compost is classified as Type A. All parameters
meet the Type A classification. Due to the high foreign matter content only, the unscreened
compost is classified as Type "E". We recommend that this compost be screened and
retested for foreign matter content.
