I am sorry that I did not reply sooner. 
 
The web site advocates air curtain incinerators produced by Air Burners, inc.  I have not 
verified their claims or their "facts" (for example, the quantitative comparison given in section 
E or the economic in section G). 
 
From a permitting/FDEP stand point: 
1.  The processing of yard waste requires at least a registration.  It can also be part of a solid 
waste facility permit.  If a facility is only an air curtain incinerator, then there is the possibility 
that only an air permit is necessary. 
2.  An air curtain incinerator must be constructed and operated under a permit issued 
pursuant to Chapters 62-296, F.A.C., Stationary Sources - Emission Standards, or 62-256, F.A.
C., Open Burning and Frost Protection Fires. 
3.  Chapter 62-296 states, "... the only materials that shall be burned in the air curtain 
incinerator are vegetative material and untreated wood, excluding sawdust. ... the air curtain 
incinerator may be used for the destruction of animal carcasses ..."
