As a follow up to our August 1, 2019 meeting with the Department, Hillsborough County Solid Waste 
Management Division (SWMD), is submitting a request for temporary relief from the quarterly groundwater 
monitoring requirements of Specific Condition 10 of Consent Agreement OGC No. 17-0058. SWMD is 
specifically requesting the following: 



• Temporarily remove the quarterly groundwater sampling requirement for groundwater monitoring wells 
TH-20B, TH-38B, TH-80, TH-81, and TH-82 except for water levels.  



• Temporarily remove quarterly groundwater reporting requirements from the remaining wells, TH-66A, 
TH-67, TH-79, and TH-83.  



o SWMD will continue quarterly sampling of groundwater monitoring wells TH-66A, TH-67, TH-
79, and TH-83. 



o SWMD will submit groundwater data in the form of ADaPT files within 60 days from 
completion of laboratory analysis. 



o SWMD will continue to submit quarterly surficial aquifer contour maps in all wells listed in the 
Agreement. 



o SWMD will report on quarterly groundwater sampling within the semiannual groundwater 
report submissions.
