This letter is to acknowledge receipt of inflation-adjusted cost estimates, dated August 20, 2019 and
received August 21, 2019, for closure and long-term care of the Citrus County Class | Central Landfill
and the supporting 2019 analysis of quantity of suitable soils for cover pertaining to the Restrictive
Covenant and Access Agreement, Item 2.c, received June 7, 2019. The cost estimates received
August 21, 2019, (total for closing $6,250,326.61 and long-term care $386,029.25/year x 30 years=
$11,580,877.42) are APPROVED for 2019. The approved cost estimates are for closing 32 existing
acres and long-term care for 92 acres. The next annual update for revised or inflation-adjusted
estimates is due no later than September 1, 2020, and the next annual update for the Restrictive
Covenant is due no later than July 1, 2019.
