I would like to see photos of the pavement around the containers in the Citizen Drop-off Area, including a picture of the concrete area
beneath Container 6 and the areas around Containers 5 and 6. I have included a capture of the photos included in the inspection report to
provide reference about what type of photos I am looking for (see highlighted photos below). Second, the fire inspection report provided in
your response is a “Fire Alarm System Inspection & Test”. The fire safety survey is for the waste tire facility at Pasco Resource Recovery, and it
documents if the waste tire facility is compliant with fire code, etc. This survey must be performed by a Fire Inspector of a local fire protection
authority and it should indicate that the survey is for the waste tire facility. Has an inspection of this kind been completed?
