Dear Mr. Morris:

On behalf of the Hardee County Solid Waste Department, PBS&J would like to present the leachate
analytical results for the first half 2010 sampling event for the facility referenced above. PBS&J
collected a sample from the leachate sampling point designated as Phase II Detection Riser by the
facility’s operating permit on May 4, 2010. The sample was submitted to Flowers Chemical
Laboratories, Inc. (FCL) for analysis of the parameters listed in Part E of the in the permit. A summary
of the leachate analytical results is presented in Table 1. The complete laboratory analytical report is
provided in Attachment A,

There were numerous inorganic analytes and one organic analyte detected in the leachate sample. The
concentration of every parameter that was detected in the leachate was compared to the regulatory levels
listed in 40 CFR Part 261.24, as required by the Florida solid waste regulations. The only analytes that
exceeded their standards were conductivity and dissolved oxygen. These analytes will be monitored in
future sampling events for any developing trends.

The rest of the first half 2010 sampling event will be performed in June 2010. If you have any questions
r%&gyging the information presented in this report, please call me at (407) 806-4339.
