The purpose of this correspondence is to provide the Department with a response to the potential
violations and areas of concern found during your inspection on 11/10/2011. The potential
violations are listed below followed by Safety-Kleen’s response.

1.

262.11 Hazardous waste determination. SK-Ocala needs to perform a waste
determination on the customer sample bottles.

SK Response — A profile for the customer sample bottles was provided to the Department
on 1/5/12 during our meeting. In the future Safety-Kleen Ocala will be processing the
used oil contained in the customer sample bottles as used oil at the facility.

279.56(a)(4) Records for each shipment must include the EPA identification number (if
applicable) of the generator or processor/re-refiner from whom the used oil was sent for
processing/re-refining. Specifically, SK-Ocala failed to consistently include the EPA
identification number of generators on shipping papers.

SK Response — Safety-Kleen will be implementing a quarterly review of its’ customer list
which will be matched against the Departments EPA ID number database (o ensure we
are obtaining EPA ID numbers for any of our customers that may have subsequently
notified. In addition, it is standard operating procedure to check the Departments
database at the time of any new customer account set up.

3. 62-730.160(6) Generators of hazardous waste who accumulate hazardous waste on-site
under 40 CFR 262.34, shall maintain written documentation of the inspections required
under 40 CFR Part 265. The generator shall keep the written documentation of the
inspections under this section for at least three years from the date of the inspection. Ata
minimum, this documentation shall include the date and time of the inspection, the
legibly printed name of the inspector, the number of containers, the condition of the
containers, a notation of the observations made, and the date and nature of any repairs or
other remedial actions. Specifically, SK-Ocala did not completely fill out the weekly
inspection logs.

SK Response — SK Ocala facility personnel responsible for inspections have been
retrained on the requirements for conducting these inspections. During our meeting on
1/5/12 the Department was provided copies of subsequent daily inspections that had been

conducted correctly.
