Failure to have a copy of the contingency plan at the facility.


HOWCO RESPONSE:


At the time of the audit a “hard” copy was not readily available for review. A most recent copy of the contingency plan is also kept electronically on HOWCO’s network and was available at the time of audit. However, Dan Medici did not recall this document could have been produced electronically and printed. 


CLOSING:  A “hard copy” book is being produced with various required documents to be maintained at the facility to ensure they are readily available for review. Dan Medici will also receive refresher training on how to access these documents electronically as a fail safe in the event the hard copy book is not present or vice versa. As an additional improvement to our electronic filing system, HOWCO is specifically making a file folder directory on a shared network drive that will be broke down by specific facilities and will maintain the latest and most pertinent documents associated to that specific facility. i.e., permits, insurance, SPCC plan, etc. This will make the necessary documents accessible by any HOWCO employee, on an as needed or required basis.

Emergency Coordinator – Howco failed to respond to a phone call placed to the emergency contact number


HOWCO RESPONSE: 


The sign posted on the facility fence clearly illustrates the emergency contact numbers for the facility beginning with HOWCO’s 1-800 number then listing a local cell number (Dan Medici), a cell number for (Lee Morris - Director-Operations) and a cell number for (Tim Hagan – President). The SPCC plan for Astor list Dan Medici and Lee Morris as the emergency contacts for the facility. Only one attempt was made to the local number listed by DEP upon arrival.  


CLOSING: Howco does not believe we are in violation. In the event of an actual emergency, the 1-800 number could have been called which is monitored 24/7. An attempt to reach the secondary, as listed in the SPCC plan, and as posted on the gate, could have been made by the auditors. When the auditors initially arrived at the facility, Mr. Medici was away from the facility picking up parts. Mr. Medici stated there was a missed call on his cell phone with an Orlando area code but no voicemail, as the report describes. He could not confirm whether the number came from the auditors or possibly one of our customers we service in Orlando out of the Astor facility. HOWCO does not consider an unannounced facility audit by DEP to constitute an emergency event or potential violation in this case. The auditors could have called the next number listed since the facility gate was closed and locked to ensure the facility would re-open to perform the audit.  Had there been an actual emergency, Howco believes attempts would have been made to contact the 1-800 number listed and/or any of the phone numbers listed below it and contact would have been made.

Per the rule, HOWCO did not have the validated registration displayed in a prominent place. A most recent copy of the registration is kept and available electronically on HOWCO’s network and was available at the time of audit. HOWCO will ensure this is posted as required.



CLOSING:  A copy of the most recent validated registration, as received from Aprilia Graves with DEP on June 20th, 2012, has been printed and posted in a prominent place in the office at the Astor facility.
