I approve of most of the responses, except to items 15 and 21.  For 21(and 22), the table should be
revised to include the new District phone numbers as well. 813/470-5700 and 813/470-5993 (fax)
 
For 15.  I disagree with the facility’s contention that they do not sample their finished product for
clean air act regulated fuel parameters.   I have seen certificates of analysis that the processors
provide to their customers.
 
FCC sells oil for fuel and non fuel uses.  I agree we would not require oil sold for non fuel use to meet
Clean Air Act analytical requirements.
 
Fuel customers are either required to analyze the fuel themselves or obtain a certification from the
fuel seller that the fuel meets the facility’s limits for sulfur etc. 
 
 
I would be OK with something like:  FCC Samples our finished oil tank, 552, daily per the
requirements to make on –specification used oil claims pursuant to 40 CFR 279.11.  Additional
analyses may be conducted to meet customer specifications.

a. If the last compliance test was conducted while the dryer was fired with natural gas,
the permittee shall keep a daily record of dryer operating hours while firing on-
specification reclaimed fuel oil and/or new No. 5 fuel oil, along with a cumulative total of
on-specification reclaimed fuel oil and/or new No. 5 fuel oil dryer operating hours since
the last dryer compliance test*.
(*Permitting Note - When the operating hours of using on-specification reclaimed fuel oil and/or
new No. 5 fuel oil in the dryer since the last compliance test exceed 400 hours, additional
compliance testing is required (see Specific Condition No. A.11.).)
b. If the last compliance test was conducted while the dryer was fired with on-
specification reclaimed fuel oil, the permittee shall keep a daily record of dryer operating
hours while firing new No. 5 fuel oil along with a cumulative total of operating hours
using on new No. 5 fuel oil since the last dryer compliance test*.

c. For each delivery of on-specification reclaimed fuel oil, the vendor shall provide an
analysis documenting the on-specification fuel oil meets the requirements of Specific
Condition A.3.
d. In order to document continuing compliance with the sulfur content limitation in
Specific Condition No. A.3., in % by weight of the fuel oil, the permittee shall keep
records on either vendor provided as-shipped analysis or on analysis of as-received
samples taken at the plant. The analysis shall be determined by appropriate ASTM
methods.
