Anthony, below is a response to the 4 questions you had requested additional
clarification concerning the electronic cigarettes.

1.  What parts of an electronic cigarette can, and what parts cannot be
recycled?
The electronic cigarette generally has a stainless steel shell, circuit board and
primary lithium battery, which can be recycled. The components destined for
incineration includes a small cartridge containing a nicotine and propylene
glycol mixture.

2. What amounts have you received to date, and what amounts do you
anticipate handling in the future?
We have not received any units to date. Initial market information indicates
500,000 units per year could be recycled. However, the number was a
premarket bench mark and will be significantly impacted by the sale of product
and voluntary recycling by the consumer.

3. What regulatory interpretations have you received from other states or
the federal EPA regarding this issue?
We do not have any regulatory interpretations regarding these units. FLDEP is
the first agency from whom we have requested guidance regarding the
classification of the electronic cigarettes.

4. How are electronic cigarettes currently processed?
We anticipate most post-consumer cigarettes are disposed of through the
household solid waste or municipal waste stream. We believe the pre-
consumer (unused) off-specification cigarettes are being managed typically
through hazardous waste incineration.

In addition to obtaining a waste determination for the electronic cigarettes when
they are discarded, we are also interested in determining whether a recycling
alternative could be provided to the consumer instead of the current disposal
method of landfilling or incineration.
