I discussed with Cliff at HDR and below is a response to your e-mail yesterday:
 


1.       The SVE wells will be installed very close to the edge of liner.  Provide a statement 
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describing what steps will be taken to ensure the liner system will not be compromised. 
RESPONSE: Omni will hand excavate near the location of each well to expose the liner in 
the anchor trench. This will ensure we do not compromise the liner.
 
2.       What is the maximum vacuum that you would apply to the SVE’s and how does this 
maximum vacuum compare to the vacuum applied to the GCCS system? RESPONSE: No 
more than 10-inches of vacuum is typically applied to SVE wells. Presently, the vacuum at 
the GCCS is approximately 40-inches of vacuum. However, for the initial ROI test for the 
pilot system more vacuum may be applied to determine the effective ROI and appropriate 
spacing for a full scale SVE system. We are hopeful minimal vacuum will be needed once 
the initial built up volume of gas is removed from the soils in the berm.


 
3.       Cross Section A, sheet C-3:  


a.       A gas well is depicted inside the bottom liner area east of the concrete sump.  Is 
this one of the extraction test wells installed previously? RESPONSE: Yes.


 
b.      The 2 SVE wells which are on the east side of the perimeter road are not 
depicted on any of the cross sections on sheet C-3.  Provide a cross section for the 
two SVE wells east of the perimeter road (one cross-section is acceptable assuming 
the wells will be mirror images of each other).  Ensure the relationship between the 
well and the edge of liner is depicted.  We will forward a revised detail 2 sheet C-03 
that show the well(s) on this edge of the road.
