Facility is a waste tire facility with on-site consumption of waste tires. The
maximum quantity of waste tires to be stored at the facility is 205 tons. The maximum
daily throughput is 32 tons/day. There is no waste from the combustion of whole tires as

a fuel in the cement manufacturing process.
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OPERATIONS AND ACCESS

The site does not receive waste tires from the public. An attendant is present when
the site is open for business. The operator of the site maintains records of the quantity of

waste tires received at the site, stored at the site, and shipped from the site.

Waste tires are stored at two locations at the site, as shown on the site layout
(Attachment A):
> Tire trailer staging area — waste tires in enclosed trailers (Attachment B)
> Tire h;andling area — waste tires in enclosed trailers, on concrete slab, or on ground

(Attachment C)

Most of the tires are stored in trailers and are not unloaded unless they are

expected to be used within 48 hours.

Access to the facility is controlled through the use of manned guard houses, fences
and natﬁral barriers. Waste tires arrive at the facility dﬁring norrﬁal business hours. The
guard logs all incoming vehicles, checks for a current waste tire collector permit decal
and directs the driver to the scale house. Any vehicle that does not have a valid tire
collector permit decal will Be accepted at the sife; however, the vehicle license plates will

be noted in the daily log, and reported to DEP per 62-711.530(3)(b).

The loads of waste tires are weighed at the scale house and directed to either the’

tire trailer staging area or the tire handling area for trailer drop-off; or to the tire handling
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area for off-loading. All waste tires will be off-loaded as directed by the on-site

personnel.

Records of the daily tonnages received and combusted will be reviewed weekly to
ensure that the facility does not exceed the allowable storage quantity. Hours of
operation and/or waste tire acceptance may vary as necessary to assure conformity with
62.711.530(2). A schedule of hours for receiving waste tires is posted at the guard house

at the entrance to the facility.
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PROCESSING

The facility is defined as a waste tire processing facility by Rule 62-701.200(125),
F.A.C., because equipment is used to burn waste tires so that they are no longer whole.

However, the facility burns only whole waste tires — not processed tires.

Waste tires are unloaded from trailers onto the slab or the ground at the tire
handling area and then moved to the fe.ed conveyor to the kiln inlet chute. There is a
weigh belt (scale) at the tire handling area to accurately supply the kiln with the.
necessary;'; waste tire fuel quantity. The combustion rate of waste tires is limited by
Department air operation permit No. AO27-231888A to 1.33 tons/hour of tires. The air
operatio_rg permit also states that tires used as supplemental fuel shall only be introduced

at the kiln inlet.
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STORAGE
Waste tires are stored at two locations at the site, as shown on the site layout
(Attachment A):
> Tire trailer staging area — waste tires in enclosed trailers (Attachment B)
» Tire handling area — waste tires in enclosed trailers, on concrete slab, or on ground

(Attachment C)

As total waste tire storage at the site is limited to 205 tons at any time, and as tires.
are typica’ily received and stored in 8 by 45 enclosed trailers, it is useful to describe the
storage capacity in terms of trailer location. The trailers typically hold approximately12
tons of waste tires. Obviously, load sizes and trailer capacities vary. Likewise, Florida
Crushed Stone reserves the ability to store up to 205 tons at either of the locations. Most
of the tires are stored in trailers and are not unloaded unless they are expected to be used
within 48 hours. The storage capacity may be utilized by the following scenarios:

A. 205 tons =+ 12 tons/trailer = 17 trailers

B. 120 tons (10 trailers) and 85 tons on. slab/ground

C. Any combination of trailer storage, slab storage, and ground storage not to

exceed 205 fons facility-wide total.

Florida Crushed Stone Company will ensure by their recordkeeping that total
storage of waste tires at the facility ‘will not exceed 205 tons. This includes waste tires

stored in the following locations:
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1. Trailer storage at tire trailer staging area (up to 12 full trailers).
2. Trailer storage at tire handling area (up to 7 full trailers).
3. Slab/ground storage at tire handling area, whole waste tires in numerous small piles,

for a maximum of 85 tons on slab and ground.

Market conditions will dictate the quantity of waste tires received. The quantity
of waste tires stored at the facility will not exceed 205 tons. This amount is more limiting
than that allowed by Rule 62-711.530(2)(a), F.A.C., which allows that amount of tires.

that the eéuipment is capable of combusting over a thirty (30) day period.
1.33 tons/hour x 24 hours/day x 30 days = 957.6 tons of waste tires
As 205 tons is less than 957.6 tons,‘ compliance with this rule is demonstrated.

Florida Crushed Stone provides for control of mosquitoes and rodents as
necessary to protect the public health and welfare. If required, mosquitoes will be

controlled by fogging with an approved insecticide. If required, rodents will be controlled

by setting traps.

The concrete slab at the tire handling area is 41’ wide and 67’ long. The tire
handling area is managed in such a‘way as to divert stormwater or floodwaters around,
off and away from the tire handling area. Concrete retention walls and a concrete

barricade partially surround the tire handling area. A 50-foot wide fire lane is maintained
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along the southwest side of the tire handling area. These structural controls and the
nearby stockpiling of a low permeability material (see Emergency Preparedness Manual)

will keep liquid runoff from a potential waste tire fire from entering water bodies.

RESIDUALS

No residuals will result from waste tire processing as no waste tire processing is
conducted at the facility. Florida Crushed Stone contracts with waste tire generators for
whole waste tires, and retains the right of refusal for any waste tires that are unsuitable.
for combﬁstion in the cement kiln. Waste tire generators occasionally send items other

than whole waste tires (i.e., rejects) such as:

“QGator tails”
Processed tires

Waste tires with rims

Inner tubes

Any such items that cannot be placed inside of whole waste tires for combustion are
loaded back into the trailer and returned to the generator. Where possible, such items are
loaded into the same trailer as delivered in. Each trailer is logged into the computer

system. The computer will allow the tracking of the large scraps and other materials for

returns. There will be no piles of rims or scraps.
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CLOSURE PLAN

The facility is presently controlled by 24-hour guards or locked gates at the
entrances to the property. All vehicles are logged in and out. When the facility is no
longer going to function as a waste tire facility, the guards will stop access of waste tire
collectors to the facilify and furnish directions to the nearest permitted waste tire facility.
A notice will be posted with this information at the entrance to the property. Prior to
ceasing operation notification will be provided to the Department, local government, and
waste tire generators of the intent to close and the expected time frame. Prior to closing
the waste;tire facility, any remaining waste tires from the tire trailer staging area and the
tire handling area will be combusted in the cement kiln or removed from the facility and

taken to an approved recycling, disposal or beneficial use facility.

At the time a decision is made to close the facility, it is estimated that the total

time necessary for closure will be as follows:

a) Notification Period 2 moriths

To allow ample time for waste tire collectors to change their routing and

notify the generétor:s.

b) Combust All Waste Tires at Facility 2 months

After the 2 month Notification Period ends, the facility will be closed to incoming
* waste tires. As the facility will be managed to ensure that somewhat less than 30

times the daily capacity of the equipment is stored, approximately 30 days of
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normal operations are necessary to combust all remaining waste tires. To cover
any unforeseen circumstances, i.e., down time, this phase of closure is estimated

to be 60 days.

¢) Removal of Residues 15 days

Although significant quantities are not expected, any residues at the facility will
be loaded into trailers or roll-off containers and transported >to a Department-
approved waste tire processing facility or other solid waste management facility .

fo} disposal. This will take approximately 15 days.

d) Restore Facility to its Pre-Permit Condition

If, as called for in 62-711.700(3)(c), facility rehabilitation is deemed necessary by
the Department, Florida Crushed Stone Company will work together with the
Department to develop and implement a plan for action. Part of the plan
development will address adequate time for completion. Without a Scope of

Work it is unknown how long this work will take if deemed necessary.

This facility has'prqvided closing cost estimates for the quantity of waste tires that
are permitted on the facilit;'. The cost estimate is the amount that would be expended to
remove, process, and dispose of waste tires on the facility and to close the facility. The
costs are based on a third party, whe is not a subsidiary or parent company, performing

the work, reported on a per unit basis. Quantity estimates are certified by a Professional
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Engineer. The cost estimate is re-estimated at least annually and submitted to the

Department at least 60 days prior to the anniversary date of the instrument.
The waste tire facility has proof of financial assurance issued in favor of the State

of Florida in the amount equal or greater than the closing cost estimates for the facility.

This proof, along with the closing cost estimate has been submitted to the Department.
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FIRE SAFETY

No operations involving the use of open flames are conducted within 25 feet of
the tire handling area. Fire protection services for the facility are assured through
notification to local fire protection authorities. A fire safety survey is conducted at least
annually and the survey report is made part of the quarterly reports._ The tire handling
area is kept free of grass, underbrush, and other potentially flammable vegetation at all
times. A 50-foot wide fire lane is maintained along the southwest side of the tire
handling area. An approach and access road to the waste tire faciiity are kept passable.

EMERGENCY PREPAREDNESS MANUAL

Florida Crushed Stone has prepared this Emergency Preparedness Manual as an
integral part of this Comprehensive Operations Plan. A copy of this plan is kept at the
facility. A copy of the Comprehensive Operations Plan is also kept at an off-facility
location designated by the Florida Crushed Stone. The manual is reviewed at least once a

year and updated upon changes in operations at the facility.

Communications equipment is maintained at the waste tire facility to assure that.
the facilit;y operator can contact local fire protection authorities in case of a fire. The
facility has a landline phone in case of emergency and the kiln feed operators have radio
contact with the cement plant control room and security personnel. The kiln feed
operator will be familiar with the Emergency Preparedness Manual and will review the
various emergency situations and erocedures with his crew at regularly scheduled safety
meetings. The operator of the facility shall immediately notify the Department in the
event of a fire or other emergency, which ‘poses a threat to the public health or the
environment. Within two weeks of any emergency, the operat;)r of the facility shall
submit to the Department a written report on the emergency. This report shall describe
the origins of the emergengy, the actions that were taken to deal with the emergency, the
results of the actions that Were taken, and an analysis of the success or failure of the

L Fire

In the event of a fire at the facility, the following procedures will be followed:
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
