RIGHT TO REQUEST ADMINISTRATIVE HEARING

A person whose substantial interests are or may be affected by the South Florida Water Management
District's (SFWMD or District) action has the right to request an administrative hearing on that action
pursuant to Sections 120.569 and 120.57, Fla. Stat. Persons seeking a hearing on a District decision
which does or may determine their substantial interests shall file a petition for hearing with the District Clerk
within 21 days of receipt of written notice of the decision, unless one of the following shorter time periods
apply: 1) within 14 days of the notice of consolidated intent to grant or deny concurrently reviewed
applications for environmental resource permits and use of sovereign submerged lands pursuant to Section
373427, Fla. Stat.; or 2) within 14 days of service of an Administrative Order pursuant to Subsection
373.119(1), Fla. Stat. "Receipt of written notice of agency decision" means receipt of either written notice
through mail, or electronic mail, or posting that the District has or intends to take final agency action, or
publication of notice that the District has or intends to take final agency action. Any person who receives
written notice of a SFWMD decision and fails to file a written request for hearing within the timeframe
described above waives the right to request a hearing on that decision.

Filing Instructions

The Petition must be filed with the Office of the District Clerk of the SFWMD. Filings with the District Clerk
may be made by mail, hand-delivery or facsimile.

Mediation

RIGHT TO SEEK JUDICIAL REVIEW

Attached are supporting calculations for the application to the SFWMD. | probably should have passed this
along with the permit. Below are comments from my engineering consultant that prepared the application. |
will have our site operations check on the current water elevations in the ponds.

1) The estimated seasonal high water level (SHWL) for the borrow area presented in the application
for a General Water Use Permit for dewatering activities is 78 ft NGVD. This is consistent with the
estimated SHWL presented in the JED Omni Waste Landfill Leachate Storage Facility ERP Modification
application (ERP49-0199752-007-EM).

2) Per the Permit Drawings for Oak Hammock Disposal, the connection between the stormwater pond
(dry pond) on the north side of Omni Way and the stormwater pond (Borrow Area A) on the south side
of Omni Way is a drop inlet and pipe (2 x 36” HDPE’s) structure with a drop inlet invert of 81.0" and a
pipe invert of 78.0’".

3) The stormwater pond on the north side of Omni way is a dry retention basin with a ground
elevation of 80.0" and a TOB elevation of 85.0".

4) Itis anticipated that water will move into Borrow Area A through the pipe connection. As part of
the GWUP application, a conservative storage analysis for the two pond system was conducted by
considering only the available storage within Borrow Area A for storage of dewatering discharge, even
though available storage within the pond on the north side of Omni Way will also be available for
storage of dewatering discharge. As shown on the attached Storage Calculations PDF (as presented in
the GWUP application), the anticipated design high water level in Borrow Area A with both the 100year,
72 hour storm inflow volume and the total estimated dewatering discharge volume (87 MG) is 84.2 ft
NGVD. It should also be noted that the storage calculations assume that the entire dewatering
discharge volume is held within Borrow Area A with no allowance for percolation or evaporation over
the pumping duration.

5) The initial stage in Borrow Area A as shown in the permitted Stormwater Design Calculations
associated with the JED Solid Waste Management Facility Lateral Expansion — Major Solid Waste Permit
Modification from 2011 (prepared by Geosyntec Consultants) is 79.0 ft NGVD. The TOB elevation is
88.0 ft and the overflow elevation is 86.5 ft.

6) As mentioned in response to comment no. 4 above, the anticipated water elevation in Borrow Area
A is a maximum of 84.2 ft with no consideration to available storage in the dry retention pond located
north of Omni Way or percolation/evaporation over the pumping duration.

As mentioned in response to question no. 5, the overflow elevation associated with Borrow Area A is 86.5 ft.

Thanks for sending this. 1 have read through the information and have some questions
to follow up with:

1. Limiting condition 22 of the GWUP states that the groundwater cannot be
lowered below 62 ft NGVD. What is the estimated groundwater elevation now?
2. As shown in the plan, the dewatering effluent will be discharged to a wet pond
that has a connection to Borrow Area "A". Please provide the invert elevation of
the pipe that connects this pond to Borrow Area “A".

3. What is the estimated current water elevation in this pond and what is the top
of bank elevation?

4. What is the anticipated water elevation in this pond resulting from the
dewatering? Is it anticipated that the dewatering will cause water to move into
Borrow Area "A"?

5. What is the estimated current water elevation in Borrow Area "A"? What is
the top of bank elevation for this area?

6. What is the anticipated water elevation in Borrow Area “A" resulting from the
dewatering?

7. Does Borrow Area “"A" have a discharge control structure? If so, what is the
elevation of the discharge control?

I will share this information with our Industrial Wastewater program (they have a
generic permit for discharge of produced groundwater). The work, as proposed,
doesn't appear to me to require the IW generic permit because limiting condition 17 of
your GWUP requires that the dewatering effluent will be retained onsite.
